Call to Order:  The Ephraim-Gibraltar Airport Commission meeting was called to order by Myrv Somerhalder, chairman at 9:11 a.m.

Members present:  Myrv Somerhalder, Don Freix, Arvid Munson and Jim Blau.  Blau joined the meeting via conference call.  

Members absent:  B.D. Thorp and George Hardiman

Also present:  Paul Burton

Review SRE Maintenance Building Plan:  Somerhalder stated the February 22nd joint meeting between the Village and Town Boards approved a 50’ x 50’ maintenance building with a 200 square foot office area and an ADA unisex compliant restroom.  Freix stated that due to costs the building is being downsized to accommodate the additional costs of well and septic.  As this is a maintenance building there will not be any aircraft storage in the building.  Space will be provided for fire department aviation foam storage (approximately 1 pallet).  

Omni Engineering has submitted 2 layout options and is asking which option is preferred.  See the attached options.  Option #2 rotated the existing office to allow the maintenance building to be placed further to the north.  The septic drain field can be located to the east toward the beacon.    Freix presented a 3rd layout option.  The existing office building will not be attached to the new building and is slated for sale/removal. Freix recommended getting a cost on insulation with the office and restroom on a heated slab with a thermal break from the rest of the building.  The current color scheme will be followed with the new building.  It was moved by Munson and seconded by Somerhalder to accept option #2.  Motion carried unanimously.  

U-Fuel System:  Somerhalder stated that funding is available for the system.  The cost would be approximately $150,000 with the sponsors share at $3,800.  Omni proposes locating the system by the current tetrahedron.  Somerhalder added that per Omni existing tetrahedrons are being eliminated for various reasons and being replaced by wind socks. The system tank would need to be buried 10’ deep and would be sized after a study was completed.  The system would be attached to a credit card system which would eliminate annual maintenance on the truck and employees etc.  Blau stated that in Florida they are widely used and an excellent means of service.    Munson stated that the system should be studied further including sales impact.  It was moved by Freix and seconded by Munson to table for future discussion when more information is available.  Motion carried unanimously.

Adjourn:  It was moved by Munson and seconded by Freix to adjourn.  Motion carried unanimously and the meeting adjourned at 10:07 a.m.
