Call to order:  The meeting of the Gibraltar Plan Commission was called to order at 7:01 p.m. by Tom Birmingham, chairman.

Members present:  Tom Birmingham, Linda Merline, Andy Coulson and Jim Jauquet  

Members absent:  David Boyd

Approve minutes:  It was moved by Jauquet and seconded by Coulson to approve the minutes of August 28, 2007 as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Open discussion and correspondence:  No correspondence has been received.

Jauquet questioned the details of the Fish Creek Motel project.  Birmingham stated that the project needed approval by the Town Board in reference to encroachment on the road right-of-way.  Jauquet was directed to Rick Brauer of Door County Planning for further details.

Committee Reports:

   a.  Preservation:  The next meeting is October 2nd.  Recommended standards will be gone over at that time.

   b.  Ground and surface water protection & c. Official map:  Jauquet stated Bill Schuster of Door County Soil & Water Conservation (DCS&WC) is working on an ordinance to regulate water protection.  Jauquet has a copy of the Hwy. 42 storm sewer map as well as one being in the town office.  Bill Schuster is interested in seeing the map.  The basic electronic mapping that Vinnie Chomeau created while at DCS&WC could be built modified by investigating and adding in the storm sewers located at the Homestead, On Deck, Alibi and the Auditorium.  Jauquet recommended having the Planning Department mapping individual put it together, then overlay that map with the new aerial photography.  Watershed areas of interest may be able to be identified by the combination of the overlay and aerial photography.  Schuster stressed looking at the entire township.  Per Bill Schuster there are potentially several smaller watersheds in the township.

The Sanitary District information has been forwarded from BayLake Regional Planning to the County; the County recommends working with Foth and Van Dyke.  Bill Weddig in conversation with Jim Jauquet has stated that Foth and Van Dyke have electronically overlaid contour lines, property lines and sanitary district boundaries.  Birmingham questioned if Foth & Van Dyke would be more efficient at plotting information.  Jauquet did not know what the cost would be for the service.  The next step in an official map would be to put in roads and right of ways.  

Connie Judd expressed concern with follow up on plugged culverts etc. that impede the natural flow of water.  Birmingham stated that the system is complaint driven.   

  d.  Lighting:  The ordinance is still at the county level; Merrell Runquist was going to follow up at that level.  Merline would like to make a list of best practices to be able to put on the new website.  She will create a list for review at the next meeting.  

   e.  Housing:  Jauquet stated there was nothing new on housing.

2008 Budget:  Budget needs for the balance of 2007 and 2008 were discussed.  It was moved by Coulson and seconded by Jauquet to recommend the budget to the Town Board.  Motion carried unanimously.
