Call to Order:  The Ephraim-Gibraltar Airport Commission meeting was called to order by Myrv Somerhalder, chairman at 7:06 p.m.
Members present:  Myrv Somerhalder, Don Freix, Jon Neville, Arvid Munson and Mike McCutcheon 
Minutes:  It was moved by Munson and seconded by Freix to approve the minutes of May 21, 2009 as corrected.  Motion carried unanimously.

Airport Report - Office Shades:  Neville reported that all is going well and many good comments have been received.  There were no reported complaints on the Young Eagles event.  The gravel at the end of “C” row is for leveling between and behind the hangars.  The shade quote from Campbell’s Interiors was reviewed.  It was moved by Munson and seconded by McCutcheon to purchase the shades.  Motion carried unanimously.
Rates: Somerhalder reported that McCutcheon and he attended the Village of Ephraim board meeting.  The airport rates for 2009 were approved.  
Vehicle Ordinance:  The Village of Ephraim will be returning the ordinance with revisions to the town.  The primary issues were hangar owners’ authorization to access their hangars and the penalty portion of the ordinance.  
Self-Fueling System:  Somerhalder stated training is tentatively scheduled for July 16th and 17th.  An e-mail will be sent out to the commission when the training time is confirmed.    
Somerhalder stated the village would like to see a 15% increase in gallonage sold by the end of the year.   A minimum of 6,000 gallons of A/V fuel will be needed by June 30th.  Cherryland Airport uses both BP and Western as suppliers.  Both vendors are willing to drop partial loads.  Cherryland Airport does not need fuel by the end of the month to split a transport.  BP comes out of Toledo or Indianapolis Western comes out of Minneapolis.  It was moved by Munson and seconded by McCutcheon to purchase 6,000 gallons of A/V fuel.  Motion carried unanimously.  It was moved by Neville and seconded by McCutcheon to have Hagen investigate supplier fuel prices and report to Neville and McCutcheon for final approval on the purchase.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Signage: Somerhalder stated that additional signage is needed at the airport.  The current signage was reviewed and the following signs are to be ordered:  
· 10 mph speed limit (1)
· No unauthorized people beyond this point (2)
· Overnight parking by permit only (1)
· Public parking (2 – for the first 2 rows)

· Permit parking (1 – for the last 2 rows)
Sidewalk: Somerhalder stated the concrete was cut and the repair will be completed tomorrow. 
Hangar Lease: Hagen stated that to discuss and act on the missing A-1 hangar lease a more specific agenda notice would need to be made.  It was moved by Munson and seconded by McCutcheon to put on the next agenda the A-1 hangar lease in the proper format so that the Ephraim Flyers have to address the issue.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Somerhalder will contact Dave Thomas as well.   
Open Discussion:  The commission seat held by George Reynolds was raised.  Somerhalder stated the appointment is up to the village.  McCutcheon will check with Charity Forsch.    
Munson questioned the status of the master plan in relation to new hangars.  Somerhalder has not heard anything about the new master plan, it is possible airport funding may be a factor.  
Neville stated Dave Thomas is working on a poster for 20 airports advertising a day trip to 3D2 around EAA.  It will also be posted at EAA.

The tetrahedron may be changed to a windsock with solar lighting.  The state is phasing out tetrahedrons in favor of windsocks.  The windsock/tetrahedron and solar lighting is being donated by the Friends of Ephraim-Gibraltar Airport.   
Adjourn:  It was moved by Freix and seconded by Munson to adjourn.  Motion carried unanimously and the meeting adjourned at 9:00 p.m.
