Call to Order:  Merrell Runquist, chairman, called the regular monthly meeting to order at 7:01 p.m.

Members Present:  Board members present were Merrell Runquist, Myrv Somerhalder, Brian Merkel, Dick Skare and Steve Sohns.    

Approval of Minutes:  It was moved by Merkel and seconded by Somerhalder to approve the minutes of the previous meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.  

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Parks and Lands:  Kinsey-Jauquet reported the Parks and Lands Committee Clean Up Day is scheduled for May 4 and 5 with pick up on the 6th.  Volunteer Day is June 24th at Fish Creek Park.  The Kiosk design is being drafted and the committee updated the 5-year plan.  Linda Kirwin has been working hard cleaning up the gardens.  

Ordinances:  Kellner had nothing to report on ordinances.  Runquist reported on the zoning ordinance regarding  “Open” flags, as they are not allowed in the Town of Gibraltar.  This will be inspected for violation with citations issued.  

First Responders:  Dan Stahl reported it was quiet this past month.  Last night’s meeting was inspecting defibs.  The fund raising letter has not been mailed yet as there was a correction needed.     

Airport:  Somerhalder reported that 40 spruce trees have been planted between the parking lot and the road right of way.  Enterprise and Avis car rentals will be giving presentations at the next meeting.  Surveying is being done for the SRE building.  Gearing up for the beginning of the season; beginning around Memorial Day.  

Dock:  Dave Harris reported the Harbor Commission met today.  Bruce Bishop is the new Harbor Master, taking over for Dave Thompson who has retired, but is willing to help out a little.  Harris thanked Thompson for his years of service.  The pedestals are being installed.  The plumbing will be hooked up next week.  Staffing is being taken care of.  Harris placed a call to Christi Rogers regarding some drediging issues.  Rogers is out of town at this time and Harris will talk to her supervisor tomorrow if he can’t reach Rogers.  Harris stated the water looks about the same depth as last year.  The emergency dredging permit is for 5 years.  

Fire Department:  Dan Stahl reported there were 7 calls this past month.  Jaws training was held this past month in Baileys Harbor.  Hangar inspections will continue.  No burning permits are being issued at this time.  Any motel project should contact Stahl regarding emergency procedures.

Building Committee:  Skare reported the curb, gutters, sidewalks, and paving should be finished tomorrow.  After the topsoil is spread, sod and landscaping will be done.  Signage and directional signs will also be placed.  By the end of May the construction should be finished.  The Open House is scheduled for May 20th from noon to 2 p.m.  

Noble House:  Eunice Rutherford reported the Noble House would open May 19th to June 15th only on Saturdays.  After June 15th it will be open daily except Mondays.  All programs are scheduled with the first being May 8th, the Lighthouse Keepers (the Duclons).  There was good response to the membership letter sent out (115 responses) with 194 new members to GHA.  Birmingham has drafted the garage remodeling; after figuring the cost of the project it will be presented to Town Board.  The roof was cleaned last week with zinc strip being placed.  The building permit has been renewed.  

Watershed:   Andrea Kinsey-Jauquet reported a test was taken on April 2nd with normal results.  Another test was taken May lst.  The results are not back.  There is a possibility that Gibraltar Area School may assist with invertebrate study in Fish Creek this spring.  

Plan Commission:  Tom Birmingham reported the Plan Commission met last Tuesday, and welcomed Coulson to the commission.  Heard a request for Jim Blahnik’s property on Chambers Island which should be Recreational Commercial not Woodland.  This is to be corrected by the Town’s application.  The commission heard a proposal from Charles Kinsey to change his lot on County F from Countryside 5.0 to Light Industrial to allow for more storage.  Also heard were two Petitions for Grant of Variance.  The Lighting Ordinance was given to subcommittee for review.  The photos are done for the Community Image Survey for County Planning for Smart Growth.  Runquist will speak to Ms. Goode regard Blahnik zoning.  Historic Character Preservation Ordinance is back to the subcommittee for more study.  

Room Tax Zone Commission:  Bill Weddig, Gibraltar’s representative on the Room Tax Zone Commission, reported the commission is getting the necessary forms ready along with a sheet of answers to frequently asked questions.  Over 600 mailings were distributed as of May 1st.  Agreement was made with Kerber-Rose, an accounting firm in Sister Bay; to answer calls, collect permits and money.  The Commission didn’t want employees at this point.  The meeting next week is with the Door County Visitor Bureau regarding the marketing plan. Coulson was also appointed to the commission as an at-large member.  The Room Tax Commission will be asking each municipality for starting money, such as $3,000.  

Law Enforcement:  Merkel had nothing to report, as it’s been very quiet.  

Chair/County Board Report:  Runquist reported road review was completed this past month.  Work on the roads will be starting in a couple weeks.  Skare reported Ephraim/Fish Creek was advertised in Midwest Living magazine as being one of the best areas of the Midwest to visit.  Skare thanked the community for their efforts in keeping our community a township to be proud of.    

AGENDA ITEMS:

Application for Liquor License – Class “B” Beer by Will C. Turnbladh:  Cy Turnbladh has applied for a Class “B” Beer license for Hands On Studio on Peninsula Players Road.  It was moved by Runquist and seconded by Somerhalder to issue to Class “B” Beer license serving between the hours of 1 p.m. to 6 p.m. Mondays thru Thrusdays, plus Saturday and Sunday.  Serving Fridays 1 – 10 p.m.  Motion carried with four in favor and Somerhalder opposed.    

Petition for Grant of Variance – Gary Lukitsch of Santa Fe Shop:  Lukitsch is requesting permission to construct a deck and stairway on to the Santa Fe Shop, as he does not meet the lot size requirement.  The lot predates the adoption of Zoning.  Birmingham reported the Plan Commission is in support of this Variance.  Deck and stairs could serve as a fire escape and second exit from the building.  It was moved by Merkel and seconded by Somerhalder to support this Grant of Variance for Lukitsch.  Motion carried with three in favor and Skare and Runquist opposed.  Runquist questioned the Plan Commission passing this variance without the property owner or representative not present.    

Petition for Grant of Variance – Ephraim/Gibraltar Airport – Addition of One Hangar:  The Ephraim/Gibraltar Airport is requesting permission to allow for one additional hangar, as permission is needed to vary from the setback requirement.  Somerhalder stated they only wanted to obtain a variance for only one hangar space at this time.  Birmingham reported the Plan Commission voted to support this Petition for Variance.  It was moved by Merkel and seconded by Skare to support this grant of variance for the Ephraim/Gibraltar Airport.  Motion carried unanimously.

Gibraltar Resolution to Abandon all Town Road in Peninsula State Park:  Runquist read the proposed resolution and explained that by giving up the 7.8 miles of Town Roads in the State Park as, the Town of Gibraltar is receiving more land for Blossomberg Cemetery.  It was moved by Somerhalder and seconded by Sohns to hold a public hearing set for Monday, June 18th at 7:00 p.m.  .  Motion carried unanimously. 

Temporary Beer/Wine License for Fish Creek Civic Association for July 7th & 8th Fireworks:  The Fish Creek Civic Association has received the temporary beer license for July 7th & 8th for the fireworks.  However, now they are requesting a temporary wine license also for this event, as this is what they usually had.  It was moved by Sohns and seconded by Skare to approve the Temporary Wine License to the Fish Creek Civic Association for July 7th and 8th fireworks.  Motion carried unanimously.

Appointments to:


Parks and Lands Committee:  Three terms are expiring on the Parks and Lands Committee; those being Andrea Kinsey-Jauquet, Pat Spielman, and Gary McNinch.  Six persons have applied for the committee; those being Steve Sohns, Andrea Kinsey-Jauquet, Pat Spielman, Syliva Kostiuk Laurie Buske and Brian Hackbarth.  Runquist stated that nominations are now open.

Somerhalder nominated Andrea Kinsey-Jauquet - seconded by Skare.

Sohns nominated Brian Hackbarth - seconded by Somerhalder.

Skare nominated Mrs. Pat Spielman - seconded by Somerhalder.

Merkel nominated Sylvia Kostiuk - seconded by Skare.  

Sohns nominated Mrs. Bruske - no second so nomination failed.

It was moved by Skare and seconded by Merkel to close the nominations.  Motion carried unanimously.  The vote was taken for Kinsey-Jauquet.  Three voted in favor with two not voting.  The vote was taken for Hackbarth.  Four voted in favor with one not voting.  The vote was taken for Spielman.  Four voted in favor and Runquist abstained.  The positions will be fill by Kinsey-Jauquet, Hackbarth and Spielman.  


Harbor Commission:  One term is expiring; that being Dave Harris.  One letter of interest was received from Dave Harris.  The Harbor Commission is recommending Harris be reappointed.  Sohns 1st Runquist 2nd.  Unanimously.

It was moved by Somerhalder and seconded by Sohns to approve the 2007 airport rates as amended.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Airport U-Fuel Grant:  The Airport Commission would like to apply for a grant for a self fueling system that would reduce the cost of personnel.  The Town would need to hold a public hearing regarding this proposed grant.  It was moved by Skare and seconded by Merkel to hold a public hearing on.  Wednesday, June 6th at 6:30 p.m.     Motion carried unanimously.  

Airport Miscellaneous Grants:  Along with the U-Fuel grant the Airport Commission would also like to receive grant money for a windsock, electric gate with a code across the driveway, and a sidewalk from the parking area going to the snow removal building.  It was moved by Skare and seconded by Sohns to add these items to the U-Fuel grant.  Motion carried unanimously.

Engebos Maintenance Proposal:  Engebos, who installed our new HVAC system has submitted a proposal for the maintenance of the Town Center, Noble House, Town Hall and Fire Station.  It was moved by Skare and seconded by Somerhalder to place this on hold to obtain two more bids.  Motion carried unanimously. 

Road Review Report:  Runquist reported the roads needing minor repairs by the Town Maintenance Department:

· Patch at intersection of Spruce and Maple in village area.

· Patching on Cottage Row along Hidden Harbor.

· Gibraltar Bluff Road #4283 needs patching.

· Patch as needed on Gibraltar Bluff Road, south from Orchard Road.

· Patch at base of Peninsula Players Road.

· Peninsula Players Road #4288 needs patching.

· Patch as needed on Juddville Road west except on hill.

· Island View Road #8267, 8289, 8311 and 8469 needs patching.

· Patch at north end of White Cliff Road.

· White Cliff Road #8263 and 8291 needs patching.

· Quarterline Road #8305 and south of Strege’s needs patching.

· Patch at south end of High Plateau Road.

· Patch at east end of Sugar Bush Road.
