Call to Order:  Merrell Runquist, chairman, called the regular monthly meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.

Members Present:  Board members present were Merrell Runquist, Myrv Somerhalder, Brian Merkel, Dick Skare and Steve Sohns.    

Approval of Minutes:  It was moved by Skare and seconded by Somerhalder to approve the minutes of the previous meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.  

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Parks and Lands:  There was no June meeting.

Ordinances:  Kellner reported there was a person street hawking that was taken care of and also two sign violations referred to Door County Planning.  

First Responders:  Just prior to the meeting there was an emergency response call so no report was available.   

Airport:  Somerhalder reported that on Thursday lightening struck at the airport.  This is being repaired and should be completed tomorrow.  The scenic rides seem to be going well.  A confirmation letter was received from the State reporting that everything was submitted properly regarding the U-Fuel grant.  From July 13th to 15th there will be a fly-in at our airport involving approximately 50 people.  Mr. Nelson has completed building his hangar.  Mr. Zander has the next hangar to be built.  Construction for the storage building should be starting in September.  The old office building will be removed or sold.  

Dock:  Merkel reported all pedestals are installed and everything is going well.

Fire Department:  Just prior to the meeting there was an emergency response call so no report was available.   

Building Committee:  Skare reported the building is complete and the final bills are to be approved tonight.  Young reported all major repairs on the punch list have been taken care of.  Traffic control signs are to be installed shortly.  

Noble House:  Due to a GHA program tonight there was no report.  

Watershed:  No report available.

Plan Commission:  Tom Birmingham reported the Plan Commission discussed the Utilities and Facilities report and update.  A subcommittee was re-formed to re-examine the Historic Character Preservation Ordinance.  The plan is to present a description of an historic district.  

Room Tax Commission:  Weddig reported the meetings have been reduced to twice per month.  Later this month the first payments should be sent to the communities.  The Room Tax Commission met with officials of the City of Sturgeon Bay and is progressing to have them join the commission.  

Law Enforcement:  Merkel reported the officer has been busy with the fireworks and the Hairpin Run.

Chair/County Board Report:  Runquist reported road paving is due to begin next week with the first job to be Maple Grove Road, followed by Juddville Road and Island View Road.  Cutting on the shoulders will begin soon.  A ribbon cutting ceremony will be held for the Gazebo donation by the Spielman family in Fish Creek Park.  

On the County level, the capital improvement program for the County did not pass with an 11 to 10 vote.  The question resulting in this defeat is how to fund the road maintenance.  This capital improvement program may be revisited.  The County budgeting cycle will be very consuming to the County Board this year.   

AGENDA ITEMS:

Top of the Hill Shops – Special Event Request – Benefit for Humane Society:  The Top of the Hill Shops are requesting permission to hold “A Taste of the Top” wine tasting on Saturday, September 29th from 10 am to 6 pm with a temporary wine license for that day and placing tents on the property.  They would like to display a 3’ X 10’ banner two weeks prior to the event, being removed the night of the event.  It was moved by Sohns and seconded by Merkel approve the special event request with placement of the tents, a temporary wine license for Saturday, September 29th and also the display of the banner for the time period requested.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Peninsula Art School Special Event Request – Plein Air Festival – July 23 – 28:  The Peninsula Art School is requesting permission to hold a Plein Air Festival from July 23 to 28th with a temporary beer and wine license for July 27th from 5 – 9 p.m.  They are requesting a temporary sign/banner prior to the event.  It was moved by Merkel and seconded by Somerhalder to approve the Plein Air Festival, along with the temporary beer and wine license for the 27th, and permission for a banner prior to the event. Parking is again to be allowed only on the north side of County F with no parking outside the bounds of Peninsula Art School Property and a phone number has to be available for the person in charge in case there is a problem.  Motion carried unanimously.   

Application for Conditional Use Permit - B & N Investments, LLC for a Brewery or Distillery at Ray’s Cherry Hut:  Bob Pollman of B & N Investments, LLC has filed an application for Conditional Use Permit allowing a brewery/distillery at the Ray’s Cherry Hut property.  Tom Birmingham reported that the Gibraltar Plan Commission voted unanimously to support the application for conditional use for a brewery and make no recommendation on a distillery, as it was not listed in the table of allowable uses.  An email was received from the Door County Planning Department that they have determined that the use is similar enough to a use that is listed in the table that therefore the application could be processed in the same manner.  It was moved by Skare and seconded by Somerhalder to support the application for conditional use permit by B & N Investments for a brewery or distillery at Ray’s Cherry Hut.  Motion carried unanimously.  It was moved by Runquist and seconded by Sohns to place the condition on the application that the County confirms that the existing mound system is sufficient to handle the waste products produced.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Appointments to Plan Commission:  The two terms that are expiring on the Plan Commission and were advertised as such, requesting any person interested in serving on this commission submit a letter of interest.  Three letters of interest were received:  Linda Merline, David Boyd and Terry Bolland.  It was moved by Merkel and seconded by Skare to nominate David Boyd.  It was moved by Sohns and seconded by Merkel to nominate Terry Bolland.  It was moved by Somerhalder and seconded by Runquist to nominate Linda Merline.  Voting in order as nominated: 


Vote for David Boyd was unanimously for a position.


Vote for Bolland were two in favor and three against. (Runquist, Skare & Somerhalder)


Vote for Merline were three in favor and two against.  (Merkel and Sohns)

David Boyd and Linda Merline will be appointed to the Plan Commission.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Fire Alarm System for Town Center:  Three proposals for a fire alarm system for the Town Center have been received.  Door Guard Security Systems proposal totaled $6,480 with a yearly monitoring fee of $275; Wulf Brothers was $11,923 with $264 for yearly monitoring fees; and  ADT Security Services Inc. proposal of $18,635 if we purchase outright with an annual cost of $660 or $9,990 if ADT owned with an annual cost of $2,851.  Young is recommending Door Guard both for price and past experience.  It was moved by Skare and seconded by Sohns to accept the Door Guard proposal at $6,480 plus the options available.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Weight Limits on Cottage Row Road:  The Gibraltar Town Board would like to review the present weight limit signs on Cottage Row Road.  Runquist explained we do have weight limits of 8,000 pounds on Cottage Row Road.  However, there must be a starting and ending position for the weight limits.  Runquist stated that there are three questions that need to be answered regarding this weight limit.  

· Does the Town Board wish to have a weight limit?

· What weight limit would be appropriate?

· Where does the weight limit start and end?

Runquist stated that this is an unusual road as it has the hairpin curve that is a traffic hazard and makes it very difficulty to repair.  The trees are also very close to the road.  In the winter the road is closed at the hairpin curve, as it is impossible to plow.  Because the Town Board has concern about protecting the integrity of the road and from unusual use, as it is so difficult to repair they feel a weight limit in necessary on this road.  The present weight limit sign is above the hairpin on the south end and just past the Schneider property on the north end, but an ordinance is needed to make the present signage legal and effective.  It was moved by Sohns and seconded by Skare to codify the current locations of the weight limit signs within the ordinance and maintain the current weight limits of the ordinance.  Weight would go by DOT registration.  This would apply to through traffic.  Not allowed to prohibit deliveries.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Propane Proposal for 2007-08 Season:  The clerk sent out requests for bids to the three local propane companies.  Two proposals were received with the first by Lakes Gas of $1.579 per gallon and Ferrellgas of $1.549 per gallon.  It was moved by Sohns and seconded by Merkel to approve the bid by Ferrellgas with two conditions:  There is no up-front payment and they will bill separately for the post office.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Hangar Lease:  It was moved by Skare and seconded by Somerhalder to approve the sale of hangar A-7 to Robert J. Ziegler.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Fire Extinguisher Maintenance Proposal:  Four proposals for fire extinguisher maintenance were received.  Dan Stahl recommended Cintas as he has been using them for several years.  Moved by Runquist and seconded by Sohns to accept the bid from D & K for a one year period but contingent upon providing $1 million liability insurance.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Donation for Sprinkler System at Town Office:  Mr. Daniel Doerr has donated $2,500 for the completion of the sprinkler system at the Gibraltar Town Center.  It was moved by Merkel and seconded by Skare to send a letter of appreciation to Mr. Doerr.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Operator Licenses:  It was moved by Somerhalder and seconded by Merkel to approve the list of applicants for operator licenses as listed below.  Motion carried unanimously.
