Call to Order:  Merrell Runquist called the special meeting to order at 3:00 p.m.

Members Present:  Present were Merrell Runquist, Dick Skare, Jim Jauquet and Brian Merkel.  Myrv Somerhalder was excused absent.

Transfer of Class B Combo Liquor License:  Terry Bolland and his attorney, Jim Smith, approached the Town Board to explain the application for a liquor license.  Bolland relayed the history of his restaurant and liquor license business since 1950.  Bolland presented a graph of his property including buildings and layout.  Smith reported that 38% of the restaurant is bar and 57% of the seating is inside.  There is no entrance to the patio from the public sidewalk or roadway.   

Runquist questioned Hedeen’s letter of January 29th regarding the sale of his business to Bolland.  Smith stated it was the sale personal property by bill of sale from Hedeen LLC to Bolland.  Business consists of The Village Restaurant of Little Sweden of Fish Creek, cooler, display, cabinetry, sinks, faucets, etc.  It also includes the sale of the name.  There is no real estate involved in this sale.  Hedeen wished to have the document private unless the purchase price is deleted from the document.  Smith will forward a copy of the purchase document to the office with the purchase price blocked out.  

Runquist asked Bolland if he has given away liquor to guests at the restaurant.  Bolland said only when he has had private dinner parties at the restaurant, as his house is very small.  Bolland has had his license since 1986.  

Skare stated it was a little unusual with the liquor license not included with the property.  Smith said Stone Harbor and the Racquetball Club are cases just like this where the license did not include the property.    

Skare questioned where Bolland stores his alcohol.  Bolland stated he has alcohol stored in the buildings on his premise including part of Siobhan’s and some in his home as he buys in bulk.  Skare stated that all alcohol must be stored on the restaurant property.  Bolland stated that from now on alcohol will only be stored on the restaurant premise.  

Hedeen explained that he has tried to develop a restaurant for this license but it never developed.  He has since eliminated the area for the restaurant.  Hedeen stated that he has signed a non-compete clause for Bolland.  

Runquist asked the audience if there was anyone present that wished to speak in favor of this license issuance.  

Greg Powell stated that he feels Bolland should be granted the license as he has a very good restaurant.  

Linette Haleen stated she feels this license should be granted to Bolland.  

Ryan Downs feels it is a detriment for Bolland not to have a liquor license and stated he feels Bolland should be issued the license.   

Beth Ceasar stated she finds Bolland very responsible and feels he should have this license.

Siobhan Hecker stated that she has rented her shop from Bolland and he has been very responsible and should be issued the license.

Don Brisch from Manitowoc and Half Mile Bridge has known Bolland since the 1970’s and feels he deserves to have this license.

Jim Thorp feels we should issue the license to Bolland.

Brian Hackbarth has worked for Bolland for 11 years, and says Bolland is active in the community and deserves this license.

Runquist asked the audience if there was anyone present that wished to speak against this license issuance.  

There was no one was against.

No letters for or against this license issuance were received.  

Runquist stated that Bolland is subject to the #1999-04 Ordinance regarding liquor licenses.  Bolland stated he has a copy and understands.  

It was moved by Merkel and seconded by Jauquet to grant the Class B Combo license transfer from Hedeen to Mr. Bolland of Summertime Restaurant LLC to include the fenced-in patio as depicted on the map provided to this board and put into the record.    Motion carried unanimously.

It was moved by Jauquet and seconded by Skare to adjourn.  Motion carried unanimously and the meeting adjourned at 3:45 p.m.
