PARKS AND LANDS COMMITTEE MEETING

TUESDAY, AUGUST 21, 2007

8:00 A.M.

GIBRALTAR TOWN CENTER
Call to Order:  Andrea Kinsey-Jauquet, chairperson, called the Parks and Lands Committee meeting to order at 8:05 a.m. 

Members present were Andrea Kinsey-Jauquet, Pat Spielman, and Brian Hackbarth.  Carol Olson and Ken Harrington were absent.  Also present were Steve Sohns and Carrie Viste.

Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting:  It was moved by Pat Spielman and seconded by Brian Hackbarth to approve the minutes of the previous meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Approve Kiosk Design:  Discussion was held regarding the size of the proposed kiosk and it was decided to keep the size the same.  The committee will visit Fish Creek Park to try sizing the kiosk in proportion to the gazebo.  The kiosk will have to be adjusted in size to fit the display cabinets.  The kiosk would include the history of Fish Creek, education, and maps.  

Letter of Response to Karen Campbell Voeltz:  Tim Biwer would like to remove the tree and use it to replace the apple tree at Sunset Beach Park.  Steve Sohns recommended that we accommodate Ms. Voeltz by removing this present tree and finding a more appropriate tree.  It was moved by Brian Hackbarth and seconded by Pat Spielman to remove the present tree and replace it with a tree recommended by Meissner Landscaping.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Update Discussions:

Watering System at Clark Park:  The new pump at Clark Park would handle a watering system.  A watering system at the Public Beach was discussed and Steve Sohns recommended this be discussed when the beach engineering and revamping is planned.  Tim Biwer stated he would draft the cost of the watering system for Clark Park by next month’s meeting.  

Masonry Work by Dick Franke:  Tim Biwer stated he could replace the sidewalk on the east side of the stonewall at Sunset Beach with a hole drilled through the wall for drainage.    Andrea Kinsey-Jauquet stated that Dick Franke is recommending the same for Sunset Beach.  At Clark Park, Franke is recommending all the stonewalls be rebuilt.  Merrell Runquist recommended to Andrea Kinsey-Jauquet the stonewall only be repaired.  Andrea Kinsey-Jauquet would like to receive a quote from Dick Franke the sidewalk and drain at Sunset Beach.  Andrea Kinsey-Jauquet is recommending having Marston Anderson repair the stonewall at Clark Park for a proposed price of $9,000.  

Sesquicentennial Flags:  Andrea Kinsey-Jauquet explained that the flags would need to be parallel to the road.  The brackets are to be a hose clamp type bracket using a setscrew so they won’t slide.  There are 34 light poles on Main Street from the bottom of Fish Creek hill to the east of the village area.  These flag brackets would be used intermittently and not for profit making groups.  Andrea Kinsey-Jauquet stated the committee feels these sesquicentennial flags should be incorporated with the Fourth of July celebration.  Brian Hackbarth suggested having the brackets installed in April.    It was moved by Brian Hackbarth and seconded by Pat Spielman to continue moving forward with flags and brackets with the number of brackets to be determined.  Motion carried unanimously.

Tree Planting at Surges:  Brian Hackbarth stated that since the trees have been removed from Hideside in the Highway right of way they prefer not to have trees planted there as it allows a better view of their business.  

Tree Watering Schedule:  Tim Biwer stated between the trees, plants and lawns a minimum of 38 hours per week is spent watering.  When Cole Biwer is working even more time is spent watering.  

Budget Update:  In review the budget, there is a balance of $4,627 for the rest of the year.  It is felt that this will cover all the regular costs and possibly cover the cost of the concrete work needed at the gazebo and sidewalk at the stonewall at Sunset Beach.  If there would be money available a watering system at Clark Park would be considered.  

Steps Removed at Hideside:  In discussing the steps at Hideside on Main Street it was discussed to eliminate these steps rather than replace them.  Andrea Kinsey-Jauquet will discuss this with Merrell Runquist.   
Room Tax Appropriations:


Parks and Lands Recommendations & Suggestions:  The Parks and Lands Committee reviewed items that need consideration for repair/construction.  In placing them in priority order this is what was recommended:

· Kiosk – but no cost yet

· Watering system at Clark Park

· Drain and sidewalk by the stone wall at Sunset Beach Park

· Stone wall repair at Clark Park

· Stone wall repair at Sunset Beach 

· Sailor Sam’s wall – not a priority but looks bad.  Needs reconsideration with a cost of $23,000

Andrea Kinsey-Jauquet requested that a letter be sent to Dan Stoeger regarding the delay in repair the stone wall by his store.  

Correspondence/Open Discussion:  A proposal was received from Franke for the stone wall at Sailor Sam’s.  Hockers portion of the proposal was $2,749 for removing the old wall and $5,680.00 for pouring a new concrete wall.  Franke’s stone veneer proposal was for $15,080.  This comes to a total of $23,509.  The committee felt this price was too costly and would like to reconsider this issue.    

The next meeting will be held on Tuesday, September 21st at 8 a.m.  

Adjourn:  It was moved by Pat Spielman and seconded by Brian Hackbarth to adjourn.  Motion carried unanimously and the meeting adjourned at 10:01a.m.
