Call To Order:  Andrea Kinsey-Jauquet called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m.

Members Present:  Members present were Andrea Kinsey-Jauquet, Brian Hackbarth, Pat Spielman, and Carol Olson.  Ken Harrington stopped to say he couldn’t make the meeting, as he was on his way to Green Bay.  

Approve Minutes Of Previous Meeting:  It was moved by Carol Olson and seconded

by Pat Spielman to approve the minutes of the April 15, 2008 meeting as presented. 

Motion carried unanimously.  

Review Joint Meeting with Plan Commission:  The Parks and Lands Committee members reviewed the joint meeting with the Plan Commission on April 29th.  The SCORP (Statewide Comprehensive Outdoor Recreation Plan) was distributed to committee members.  Two or three chapters will be reviewed each meeting. Vitae Course Proposal – Wayne Kudick:  Wayne Kudick is proposing a Vitae Course in Fish Creek Park.  This would include stopping along the trail at different sections to do various exercises that would be quiet and passive.  Gibraltar School should be checked as to whether they plan to have a vitae course.  Keeping the quiet of Fish Creek Park was a concern about having a vitae course there.  Carol Olson stated that our age group in Northern Door County is not conducive to the use of a vitae course and liability was also a concern.  Peninsula State Park has had a vitae course.   

Kiosk Plan:  The Parks and Lands Committee reviewed the Kiosk Plan.  Carol Olson gave the approved plan to Andrea Kinsey-Jauquet who recommended obtaining three bids; one from Bob Spielman; John Sawyer Construction; and Tom Birmingham.  The roof should be cedar shake and the kiosk should be as maintenance free as possible.  It was decided to also request a bid from a commercial carpenter.  

Committee Terms:  Ken Harrington and Carol Olson have terms expiring this year.  Ads have been placed in the paper for interested parties to submit letters of interest.  To date one letter has been received:  that being from Wayne Kudick.  Andrea Kinsey-Jauquet distributed a list of possible candidates.  Brian Hackbarth, Pat Spielman and Andrea Kinsey-Jauquet agreed to contact the persons on the list for interest to serve on the Parks and Lands Committee.

Correspondence/Open Discussion:  Wayne Kudick distributed brochures regarding a self-guided tour of Historical Fish Creek.  Wayne Kudick suggested a stone with a name by each historical place of interest.  This will be discussed at a future meeting.  

The bridge in Fish Creek Park needs repair and the maintenance department will be notified.  The ramp at the mailbox drop needs to be checked for a dangerous metal strip.  By the Irish House there are two storm sewers that need cleaning. The curb at the Public Beach needs to be replaced.  Replacing the playground equipment at the Public Beach will be discussed when the committee reviews the SCORP plan.   

Garlic mustard at Sunset Beach is spreading.  The back access to Don Schneider’s property (across the road from Sunset Beach) also has a lot of garlic property.  

Andrea Kinsey-Jauquet stated that the part-time maintenance person is needed for a longer period of time and especially early in the spring.  This will be discussed at another meeting.  

Andrea Kinsey-Jauquet suggested a tree be planted between the boathouse and the dinghy rack.    

Due to the wind and the lack of water pressure the Sprinkler Company changed the pipe layout for the sprinkler system at Clark Park.  At first it was thought to be a problem, but the Sprinkler Company stated that a car could drive over the piping but not the heads; but a truck should not drive over the pipes.  Placing tents could be done very carefully.    

Andrea Kinsey-Jauquet sincerely thanked Carol Olson and Ken Harrington for their years of service on the Parks and Lands Committee.  

Adjourn:  It was moved by Carol Olson and seconded by Brian Hackbarth to adjourn.  Motion carried unanimously and the meeting adjourned at 9:25 a.m.
