Call to Order:  Brian Hackbarth called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m.

Members Present:  Members present were Brian Hackbarth, Carol Olson, Ken Harrington and Pat Spielman.  Andrea Kinsey-Jauquet was excused absent.

Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting:  It was moved by Ken Harrington and seconded by Pat Spielman to approve the minutes of the previous meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.

Joint Meeting with Plan Commission:  A joint meeting with the Plan Commission is scheduled for Tuesday, April 29th at 7:00 p.m. regarding the designation of future parks and recreation areas and future roads in the Town of Gibraltar.  Those members who can attend will do so.

Vitae Course Proposal:  An email was received from Wayne Kudick regarding his proposal for a Vitae Course in Fish Creek Park.  It was moved by Carol Olson and seconded by Ken Harrington keep the natural setting and not to support the vitae course.  Motion carried unanimously.

Hire Garden Person:  It was moved by Brian Hackbarth and seconded by Pat Spielman to hire Linda Kirwan to take care of the gardens at the same cost as last year.  Motion carried unanimously.

Spring Clean-Up Date:  It was moved by Carol Olson and seconded by Ken Harrington to eliminate the Spring Clean-Up in May each year and put an article in the Gibraltar Newsletter that when individuals pick up litter along their road to contact the Town Office as to where the litter bags are located.  This is for roadside litter only and not for home refuse.  

Masonry Work:  Sharon Kellner reported that a letter was sent to Marston Anderson telling him he received the masonry work at Clark Park for a three-year period to repair the stonewall.  He will start when the weather is warmer.

Sprinkler System:  The new pump was installed for the sprinkler system; however, the plug for the proposed bubbler was not installed as the work was done prior to notification.  It was moved by Carol Olson and seconded by Ken Harrington to go before the Town Board requesting the black cast iron bubbler be installed in 2009 but have the approval for budgeting purposes.   

Kiosk Plan:  The committee reviewed the approval of the plans from last month’s meeting.  These plans will be brought before the Town Board for approval.   

Review Committee Terms:  Ken Harrington and Carol Olson’s terms are expiring.  Both have stated that they do not wish to run for another term.  

Correspondence:  The committee discussed the crosswalk priority list as listed below:   

1. Crosswalk at Community Center

2. Curb cut is needed at sidewalk for Post Office

3. Crosswalk at Main corner in fish Creek – Needs curb cuts where appropriate

4. Crosswalk at Stillwaters – Needs ADA curb cuts

5. Crosswalk at East side of beach – Needs ADA curb cut

6. E side of Founders Square – Needs ADA curb cuts

7. Crosswalk at Not Licked Yes – Needs ADA curb cuts

8. Crosswalk at Digger’s – Needs ADA curb cut

9. Crosswalk at Nor Door Sport 7 Needs ADA curb cuts

10. Crosswalk at Main Street Motel – Needs ADA grids

11. Crosswalk at By the Bay Motel – Needs ADA curb cuts

The committee discussed updating the playground equipment at the public beach. It was moved by Carol Olson and seconded by Pat Spielman to replace the playground equipment at the public beach.  Motion carried unanimously.
