CALL TO ORDER:  Andrea Kinsey-Jauquet called the meeting to order at 8:04 a.m.

MEMBERS PRESENT:  Andrea Kinsey-Jauquet, Patricia Spielman, Curt Campbell and Rennie Lea.  Brian Hackbarth was absent, as he had another prior commitment.  

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  It was moved by Pat Spielman and seconded by Renny Lea to approve the minutes of the previous meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.

BIKE PATHS:  The Gibraltar Plan Commission has set up a subcommittee consisting of James Jauquet and Tom Birmingham regarding the need and development of bike paths.  If you have any ideas or concerns regarding this issue please plan to attend their subcommittee meeting.  

STATEWIDE COMPREHENSIVE OUTDOOR RECREATION PLAN:  The Parks and Lands Committee continue to review the SCORP chapters.  Each committee member will summarize this and what it means to our community.  Chamber Seven is for review at the next Parks and Lands Committee meeting in August.

TOWN PARKS:  The Parks and Lands Committee reviewed the List of Parks in the Town of Gibraltar.  On the mainland there are approximately 31 acres of parks.  Chambers Island Lighthouse has 40.04 acres.  Andrea will take photos of all the Town Parks.  Prior to the next meeting each committee member will visit the Town Parks for review of positives and negatives for each park.  If arrangements can be made to get to the Chambers Island Lighthouse, please let the committee members know.  

KIOSK PLANS:  Pat Spielman did not have the revised plans for this month’s meeting but hopefully for next month.  

Renny Lea distributed brochures of “Sustain Door”, regarding sustainability.  The problem up to now has been that there has not been a definition regarding sustainability.  “The Natural Step” was developed by a Swedish oncologist, Dr. Karl-Henrik Robert based on generally accepted scientific principles.  There are four system conditions for sustainability.  In our sustainable society, nature is not subjected to increasing:

1. concentrations of substances extracted from the earth’s crust. (e.g. toxic metals, CO2 from fossil fuel combustion, phosphates.)

2. concentrations of substances produced by society.  (e.g. plastics, agricultural and industrial chemicals)

3. degradation by physical means.  (e.g. deforestation, topsoil erosion)

and in our sustainable society:

4. human needs are met worldwide, now and in the future.  

Interest for more information regarding sustainability was expressed and there is a power-point presentation available.  

LOUIS VILLA – TREE REMOVAL AND TRANSPLANTING:  The committee made a motion to plant a tree in front of Louis Villa two years ago at the request of Karen Campbell Volz.  We had told her last year that we would remove the tree due to her request when other trees were being planted in 2007.  We didn’t have any new trees planted in 2007, so this wasn’t done.  After reviewing the Parks and Lands Budget, it was decided that there was money available to move the tree.  Sharon Kellner will be directed to write Karen Volz to explain the tree will be removed this year.  Discussion was held as to where to relocate the maple tree.  Andrea will talk with Chris from Meissner’s Landscaping regarding the relocation of the tree.  

Tim Biwer mentioned that Cy Turnbladh’s tiller tractor was used at the public beach and did a beautiful job.  Trimming of the trees and brush was done at the Good property on the west side of the beach creating the need to have the beach groomed.  We owe Cy $120 for the use of this tiller tractor.  Sharon Kellner will obtain a bill from Cy for payment.  

CORRESPONDENCE/DISCUSSION:  Andrea Kinsey-Jauquet attended Wendy Carpentar’s Gallery Exhibition of the Cedar Trees on Saturday night from 4 to 7 p.m.  Cedar trees were being sold with the money donated to the Parks and Lands Committee.  

The grapevine at the Welcome Sign is taking over again and will be cut back.  Pat Spielman reported that she had complaints that the portables at the public beach were plugged.  This information will be relayed to the Town Clerk.  

Pat Spielman stated that there aren’t enough trash containers around the village area.  Andrea Kinsey-Jauquet stated that there’s a lot of trash down at Sunset Beach Park.  This will be placed on next month’s agenda.  The trash containers need to be washed on the tops.  

Curt Campbell mentioned the North Country Trail that cuts across the northern part of Wisconsin.  Curt will follow up on this with Paul Burton of Ephraim.

It was moved by Renny Lea and seconded by Curt Campbell to adjourn.  Motion carried and the meeting adjourned at 11:05 a.m.
