REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

CALL TO ORDER:  Merrell Runquist, chairman, called the regular monthly meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.

MEMBERS PRESENT:  Board members present were Merrell Runquist, Dick Skare, Myrv Somerhalder, Brian Merkel and Steve Sohns.      

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  It was moved by Mr. Skare and seconded by Mr. Merkel to approve the minutes of the May 7, 2008 meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.   

REPORTS:

PARKS AND LANDS COMMITTEE:  Andrea Kinsey-Jauquet thanked Brian Hackbarth for substituting as chair during her absence.  The Plan Commission and Parks and Lands Committee met regarding future parks in the Town of Gibraltar.  Estimates are being requested from contractors for the kiosk for the 2009 budget.  The committee reviewed ongoing projects.  Garlic Mustard was removed by a special group at Sunset Beach and will be removed approximately every two weeks.  

ORDINANCES:  Sharon Kellner had nothing to report for ordinances.  Eunice Rutherford had concern regarding outdoor display in town.  Mr. Runquist explained the town has an overlay regarding this with the Door County Planning Department.  Mr. Skare mentioned the need to amend the ordinance to cover the front parking lot at the Town Center and the posting of signs.  The clerk will take care of this.  

FIRE DEPARTMENT:  Dan Stahl reported there were 9 calls this past month.  Chief Stahl reminded the audience to clean their clothes dryer vents often.  Last month the Fire Department attended a joint course with the DNR regarding boat safety.  Mr. Runquist announced that Chief Stahl is retiring this September.

FIRST RESPONDERS:  Jon Stahl reported there were a couple calls this past month making 27 for the year.  The meeting last month was to review calls and check the equipment for readiness for the season.  There is another problem with the Defibs, so they will not be shipped.   Mr. Skare thanked all the fire fighters for their assistance with the fire at the Cookery Restaurant.  Jon Stahl reported the Half Marathon in the State Park went very well.  There were about 600 participants.  

AIRPORT COMMISSION:  Mr. Somerhalder reported the airport is in operation with some paid employees and the assistance from the volunteers.  The gas truck is in service for the season.  The surveyor has been at the airport for the installation of the Self-Serve Fuel Tank.  The airport commission is working on ordinances for the airport at this time.  

HARBOR COMMISSION:  Brian Merkel reported the fuel tanks have been installed, the fueling dock system has been installed and the office is complete.  The dock is open for business.  

NOBLE HOUSE:  Eunice Rutherford reported their board meeting was held in the new office at the Noble House and is excellent.  Seven new members were signed up this past month.  Tours have begun with Memorial Weekend being very busy.  Bridenhagen should be here shortly for the completion of the sidewalk.  The restrooms are being used with direction from the local merchants.  Tuesday evening at the Town Hall will be another Gibraltar Talks Program.  On Saturday, June 21st, the dedication for the Noble House annex will be held at 1:00 p.m.  The Newtonburg Brass Band will be playing for the afternoon.  

WATERSHED:  Jim Jauquet reported the results have been normal or low all this season.  Harbor testing will begin next week or the following week.  

CONSTRUCTION REPORT:  John Young reported the dock is basically finished other than a few things that need to be tweaked.  Mr. Runquist commended the Harbor Commission on their hard work during the construction.  Mr. Runquist thanked John Young for his considerable experience and hard work on overseeing the Noble House and Dock projects. 

ROOM TAX:  Bill Weddig reported the Room Tax Commission held their annual meeting at the Landmark in Egg Harbor.  The Room Tax Commission approved the Annual Audit.  At the next meeting Town meeting, the Room Tax Commission will present revised bylaws and intergovernmental agreement all municipalities (participating) will need to adopt.  

SESQUICENTENNIAL:  Wayne Kudick reported that May 20th was the premiere of “Our Home” (song) at the Door Community Auditorium.  June 1st is another Gibraltar Talks Program, the painted history of Fish Creek is on display at Peninsula Art School, Carriage rides/Trolley rides will be available for July 26, 27, as there may be a parking problem in Fish Creek.  No special permit is needed for this.  Joel Blahnik has been appointed by the Harbor Commission to be the chairperson for the Dock Dedication.  

PLAN COMMISSION:  Tom Birmingham reported research for future parks, recreation areas and roadways has been done by the Plan Commission and turned over to the Parks and Lands Committee.  The Plan Commission is considering review of the sign ordinance as requested and heard several complaints and concerns.   The Plan Commission is reviewing Bayfield’s sustainability resolution and will be attending a conference regarding sustainability.  Mr. Somerhalder attended the Village of Egg Harbor’s meeting regarding their Comprehensive Plan.  They discussed Extra Territorial control.  They have no definite plans but have a circle of 1 1/2 miles delineated.   

CHAIR/COUNTY BOARD REPORT:  Mr. Runquist reported the RPC met regarding the Fish Creek Motel and granted the conditional use permit with a 3-2 vote.  The RPC was not happy with the developer.  No conditions were laid down.  The Town of Gibraltar is to approve the landscape plan.  They must also restore the right of way that was torn up.  There was no discussion of forfeitures.  All paving in the Town of Gibraltar has been completed.  Shouldering needs to be completed.  Mr. Runquist will check with the County regarding the right turn no stop at the corner of County A and County F. 

AGENDA ITEMS:

PROPOSED DRAWING AND LEASE FOR POSSIBILITY OF CELLCOM TOWER ON CHAMBERS ISLAND TOWN LEASED LAND:  Cellcom has offered to install a communication tower on Chambers Island with the fire departments having free use of their tower.  This would allow for better communications by cellphone to and from Chambers Island also.  They are now considering the parking lot area that the Town of Gibraltar owns.  Chris Hecht presented a power point program regarding the tower locations and needs.  A grant is available for infrastructure of towers and base of the towers    $800,000 with municipality matching 5%.  Cellcom will maintain the tower; ongoing maintenance costs associated with the tower and supporting infrastructure.  The County is responsible for the costs of their equipment and licenses.  The tower will be a 150-foot lattice tower with a building housing the county equipment.  The tower and building will be fenced with barbed wire on top.  The 100-foot fall zone of the tower is all within the town property.  Cellcom will hold the Town of Gibraltar harmless from the tower and have insurance coverage.  There will be two LP 100-pound tanks for operating the generators.  There are no lights on this tower as it is under the 200-foot requirement.  It was moved by Mr. Skare and seconded by Mr. Somerhalder to approve the location of this tower, and entering into a lease agreement of $100 per year with approval of the town attorney, and allow Cellcom to proceed with the permitting process for this tower.  Motion carried with three in favor with Merkel and Sohns opposing.  
SPECIAL EVENT REQUEST – DOOR COUNTY YMCA LABOR DAY 5K RUN/WALK:  Lee Stahl, representing the YMCA was present to answer questions or concerns.  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Sohns to approve the special event request and placement of a banner prior to the race.  

OLD AIRPORT OFFICE BUILDING LEASE:  It was moved by Mr. Sohns and seconded by Mr. Merkel to approve the revised lease.  Motion carried unanimously.  

It was moved by Mr. Somerhalder and seconded by Mr. Skare to authorize the chair to sign lease when approved.  Motion carried unanimously.  It was moved by Mr. Somerhalder and seconded by Mr. Sohns to approve the installation of a window and the painting of the siding.  Motion carried unanimously.  

REQUEST FOR SANDWICH BOARD FOR ANTIQUE SHOW:  It was moved Mr. Skare and seconded by Mr. Somerhalder for sandwich boards at the three locations for the Antique Show (County A, BP Station and Noble Square).  Motion carried unanimously.  

COMMITTEE APPOINTMENTS:  

(PARKS AND LANDS COMMITTEE):  There were three letters of interest by Curt Campbell, Gary McNinch and Rennie Lea.  A letter was received from Wayne Kudick who withdrew his letter of interest.  It was moved by Mr. Runquist to nominate Curt Campbell and Rennie Lea for Parks and Lands Committee.  Mr. Sohns nominated Gary McNinch also for the Parks and Lands Committee.  Curt Campbell was appointed by a unanimous vote.  Gary McNinch’s nomination was defeated with two in favor and Mr. Skare, Mr. Somerhalder and Mr. Runquist opposed.  Rennie Lea was appointed by three votes in favor and Mr. Sohns and Mr. Merkel opposed.  

(HARBOR COMMISSION)  There were two letters of interest: one from Paul Woerfel and the other from Brian Merkel.  It was moved by Mr. Runquist and seconded by Mr. Somerhalder to nominate the two parties for the Harbor Commission.  Motion carried unanimously with four in favor with Mr. Merkel abstaining.  

HIRING PART-TIME MAINTENANCE PERSON:  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Sohns to hire Denis Hanson at $10 per hour.  Motion carried unanimously.

REVIEW PROCEDURES FOR APPOINTMENT OF NEW FIRE CHIEF:  Jon Stahl recommended the interview process for hiring a new chief.  Another option would be advertising for persons to submit a letter of interest with their qualifications (resume).  A job description is needed for this position.  A question was raised if there should be a “term” for this position, upon which it could be renewed.  It was moved by Mr. Runquist and seconded by Mr. Skare to authorize an advertisement to invite applications for chief with qualification listed with term of office to be determined by board.  Dan Stahl mentioned that there are qualifications for a fire chief.  Motion carried unanimously. Mr. Runquist appointed Dan Stahl and Sharon Kellner to work together for the list of qualifications for this position.  The Town Board would like to have this advertised with interviews in July and appointment at the August meeting.  

SET DATE FOR OPEN BOOK AND BOARD OF REVIEW:  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Sohns to schedule Open Book on Friday and Saturday, July 18th and 19th from 10:00 a.m. to Noon and Board of Review for Wednesday, July 23, 2008 from 6 – 8 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.

SURVEY OF ADDITION TO BLOSSOMBERG CEMETERY:  Three proposals were received:  Lee Telfer & Associates in the amount of $1,975, and Baudhuin Incorporated in the amount of $2,370, and McNulty Surveying & Mapping for $1,500.  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Sohns to accept the bid by Lee Telfer with the clerk clarifying with Mr. Telfer that the proposed new road is included and agree to meet the deadline for completion by August 1st.  Motion carried with four in favor and Mr. Somerhalder abstaining.  Mr. Somerhalder abstained from comments on this subject. 

6-YEAR AIRPORT IMPROVEMENT PLAN:  Mr. Runquist wanted to make sure it was understood that voting to approve the resolution was not voting on a new project for the airport; that this is only an intention for items in the resolution and 6-year airport improvement plan.  It was moved by Mr. Sohns and seconded by Mr. Somerhalder to adopt Resolution 2008-02.  Motion carried unanimously.

AMENDING ORDINANCE 2008-02 TRAFFIC ORDINANCE:  The Town Board reviewed the amendments and additions on this ordinance.  It was moved by Mr. Sohns and seconded by Mr. Skare to adopt Ordinance 2008-02.  Motion carried unanimously.  Suggested minor changes will be made at a later date.

RENEWAL OF LIQUOR LICENSES FOR 2008-2009:  It was moved by Mr. Somerhalder and seconded by Mr. Sohns to approve a Class A License and a Class B Winery License to Lautenbach’s Orchard Country Inc.  Motion carried with four in favor and Mr. Merkel abstaining.  

It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Skare to approve a Class A Liquor License to C & N Corporation (Cherry Hut).  Motion carried unanimously.  

It was moved by Mr. Sohns and seconded by Mr. Somerhalder to approve a Class A Liquor License and Cigarette License to Jacobson Enterprises Inc (Fish Creek BP).  Motion carried unanimously.

It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Skare to approve a Class A Liquor License and Cigarette License to Mavourneen Siobhan Hecker (Siobhan’s).  Motion carried unanimously.
