CALL TO ORDER:  Merrell Runquist, chairman, called the regular monthly meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

MEMBERS PRESENT:  Board members present were Merrell Runquist, Dick Skare, Myrv Somerhalder, Brian Merkel and Steve Sohns.      

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  It was moved by Mr. Skare and seconded by Mr. Merkel to approve the minutes of the June 4, 2008 meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.   

REPORTS:

PARKS AND LANDS COMMITTEE:  Andrea Kinsey-Jauquet reported the dedication of the remodeled boat house and Noble House went beautifully.  New committee members came on board at the June meeting.  The SCORP report is in progress.  The proposed kiosk is at the design stage again.  

ORDINANCES:  Sharon Kellner had nothing to report for ordinances other than a couple of inquiries.

FIRE DEPARTMENT:  Dan Stahl reported there were 10 calls this past month.  General monthly training was working with land fire gear.  Any explosive fireworks needs an official permit issued by the individual municipality.  

FIRST RESPONDERS:  Jon Stahl reported there were several calls this past month making 42 for the year.  The first responders are ready for the possibility of the busy upcoming weekend.  FAA approval was received on the Chambers Island tower.  Site boring should be done soon.  

AIRPORT COMMISSION:  Mr. Somerhalder reported the area at the side of the building has been asphalted.  Twenty-eight trees were replaced due to winter damage.  The Knox Boxes for the hangars need to be ordered.  

HARBOR COMMISSION:  No report was available at this time.  

NOBLE HOUSE:  Eunice Rutherford reported the dedication ceremony went well, the house is open for the season. The brick walkway should be installed in the near future.  Concerts have been well attended.  The Saturday Ghost tours are very popular.  

WATERSHED:  Jim Jauquet reported water testing continues.  Testing is being sent to Oshkosh with results being normal.  Students test at the public beach.  
CONSTRUCTION REPORT:  John Young reported a small amount of tweaking is needed at the Boat House.  Some electrical items are not working properly, but resolution is in progress.  Noble House expenses seemed high and Mr. Young stated that the Historical Association approved all changes.  Noble House construction is completed with the exception of the internet service.  As far as the dampness in the annex, Mr. Young suggested waiting a year before considering a dehumidifying system.  

ROOM TAX:  Bill Weddig reported the Room Tax Commission reviewed the April collections and the Intergovernmental Agreement along with the Bylaws that are an agenda item tonight. 

SESQUICENTENNIAL:  Wayne Kudick reported Heritage Day (June 21st) went very well.  Sing-A-Long went very well as well as the Sunset Serenade.  Events are posted around the town.  

PLAN COMMISSION:  Tom Birmingham reported the review of the Gibraltar sign overlay continues.  David Boyd attended a sustainability conference in Sheboygan.  Official map work is continuing.  The Plan Commission will give a yearly report at the Annual Meeting regarding the progress.  At the budget meetings planning is done regarding the cost of what needs to be worked on. 

CHAIR/COUNTY BOARD REPORT:  There no was report at this time. 

AGENDA ITEMS:  

PENINSULA ART SCHOOL PLEIN AIR FESTIVAL WITH TEMPORARY BEER/WINE LICENSE:  Cathy Hoke-Gonzales explained that this is the same event as the previous year.  They are requesting permission for a banner and a temporary beer/wine license for Friday, July 25th.  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Skare to approve the Plein Air event with permission for two banners.  The trolley service will work from the YMCA parking lot and a parking attendant will be present to alleviate past problem.  Motion carried unanimously.  It was moved by Mr. Sohns and seconded by Mr. Somerhalder to approve a temporary beer/wine license for Friday, July 25th.  Motion carried unanimously.

FRIENDS OF GIBRALTAR JULY 4TH WALK/RUN:  Vinnie Chomeau is requesting permission for the Hairpin Run scheduled for Friday, July 4th, 2008.  The Sheriff’s Department, Gibraltar Town Officer and Maintenance Department will assist in traffic control, with the First Responders at ready.  It was moved by Mr. Skare and seconded by Mr. Merkel to approve of this event.  Motion carried unanimously.   

DOOR COUNTY HABITAT FOR HUMANITY – BECKY KERWIN:  No one was present to discuss this item.

KIDS VOTE DOOR COUNTY – MARK NELSON:  Mark Nelson has been working to get children involved and interested in voting.  Mr. Nelson is suggesting the children vote along with their parents at the November 4th election.  It was moved by Mr. Runquist and seconded by Mr. Sohns set up the Kids Vote Door County according to the recommendations of the town clerk.  Motion carried unanimously.

DOOR COUNTY LEGISLATIVE DAYS – MARK NELSON:  Mark Nelson is obtaining issues to present to the legislators on Door County Legislative Days in Madison.  This is the fourth Legislative Day to be held.  Mr. Nelson encouraged the Gibraltar Town Board to attend this if possible.  If the town wishes to be a sponsor there is a cost for this.  No date has been set for this.  
BEACH CONTAMINATION ENGINEERING STUDY REVIEW:  The Gibraltar Town Board members reviewed the proposed plan for the Fish Creek Public Beach.   The rain garden is heavily planted.  The town board suggested moving the rain garden to the west of the property rather than over the present parking lot.  The proposed price is $119,600 half of the parking will be used for a rain garden plus a slope area over the grassy part of the beach.  Up to $10,000 in grants is available toward the cost of this project.  If the town does the planting, it may lower the price.  There will be ongoing maintenance costs to this project for such things like replenishing the sand.  Mr. Young mentioned the possibility of ADA compliance.  The engineering company stated that there is no assurance this will eliminate beach closings.  Dan Stahl couldn’t see the justification for the cost of this project.  Andrea Kinsey-Jauquet suggested street sweeping more often to assist in eliminating contamination.  The new project would make the beach less “child-friendly” per Mrs. Hagen.  Mr. Young questioned if the existing pipe could be extended into the bay.  At the time Baudhuin did his plan, they didn’t think it was feasible and had a filtering system to adjust for the ponding area.  Jon Stahl stated we should try to do the best we can but the beach as it presently is draws the tourists.  Inquiring into Sister Bay’s system was discussed as they changed their beach a few years ago.  Bill Weddig suggested obtaining pictures of beaches that were changed to this, such as the Racine area.  The clerk will inquire about a bulkhead line lease, as we may have need for this information in the future.    It was moved by Mr. Skare and seconded by Mr. Somerhalder to not act on this and inquire about other further studies.  Motion carried unanimously.  

ROOM TAX COMMISSION – REVIEW BY-LAW AND INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT CHANGES:  Bill Weddig stated the by-laws are the first by-laws, as they have been working without by-laws.  This offers a framework to follow.  Mr. Weddig explained the change from quarterly report to monthly reporting.  It was moved by Mr. Sohns and seconded by Mr. Merkel to endorse and approve the Door County Tourism Zone Commission Agreement as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.  It was moved by Mr. Runquist and seconded by Mr. Skare to endorse and approve the Door County Tourism Zone Commission Bylaws.  Motion carried unanimously.  

LEAD TESTING AT EPHRAIM-GIBRALTAR AIRPORT:  Mr. Saperstein has sent information to the Town of Gibraltar and the Village of Ephraim expressing concern regarding lead contamination from the operation of the airport.  The Village of Ephraim is in favor of testing for lead emissions.  The proposed cost of the testing is $900 per municipality.  It was moved by Mr. Skare and seconded by Mr. Somerhalder to approve the lead emission testing at the Ephraim/Gibraltar Airport at a cost of $900.  Motion carried unanimously.  

POST OFFICE LEASE RENEWAL:  It was moved by Mr. Sohns and seconded by Mr. Somerhalder to renew the lease as proposed and authorize the chair and clerk to sign said lease.  Motion carried unanimously.  

OPERATOR LICENSES:  It was moved by Mr. Skare and seconded by Mr. Merkel to approve the following list of applicants for operators’ licenses.  Motion carried unanimously.

SPECIAL EVENT REQUEST – SUMMER HARVEST CHERRY FEST – OUTSIDE SALES:  Carrie Viste explained that arts & crafts would be available on the property for Summer Harvest Cherry Fest.  A banner is requested a week prior to the event on each end of the property.  Alcohol sales will be under the provisions of their liquor license.  It was moved by Mr. Skare and seconded by Mr.Somerhalder to approve this special event request.  Motion carried with four in favor and Mr. Merkel abstaining. 

BLOSSOMBERG CEMETERY LOT – LAURA FABER TO EDWARD AND GLORIA MEISSNER:  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Sohns to approve the transfer of the two lots from Laura Faber to her daughter and husband, Edward and Gloria Meissner.  Motion carried unanimously.

LAKES GAS CO – PROPANE PROPOSAL:  It was moved by Mr. Runquist and seconded by Mr. Merkel to authorize the town clerk to obtain the best price for propane:  checking with Milton Propane and Lakes Gas with the stipulation that they be able to bill the Post Office separately and make sure that the company chosen is a reliable company.  Motion carried unanimously.  

TOWN HALL RESTROOM CLEANING:  Sharon Kellner explained the situation of vandalism at the restrooms at the back of the town hall.  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Sohns to authorize the chair to appropriate the money to obtain the cost of the camera and installation.  Motion carried unanimously.  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Skare to extend additional compensation to the cleaning person when this vandalism occurs.  Motion carried unanimously.  

PAYMENT OF BILLS:  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Sohns to pay the bills as presented except the Zeise bill, John Young will review prior to payment.  Motion carried unanimously.  

ADJOURN:  It was moved by Mr. Skare and seconded by Mr. Somerhalder to adjourn.  Motion carried unanimously and the meeting adjourned at 10:36 p.m.
