REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

CALL TO ORDER:  Merrell Runquist, chairman, called the regular monthly meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

MEMBERS PRESENT:  Board members present were Merrell Runquist, Dick Skare, Myrv Somerhalder, Brian Merkel and Steve Sohns.      

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  It was moved by Mr. Skare and seconded by Mr. Somerhalder to approve the minutes of the November 5, 2008 meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.   

REPORTS:

PARKS AND LANDS COMMITTEE:  Andrea Kinsey-Jauquet reported the committee is looking into different types of trash and recycling containers.  The five-year plan was updated.  The trees in front of the old Town Hall will be removed when the building is painted.  The location of the kiosk will be determined.  There will be no December meeting.  

ORDINANCES:  Sharon Kellner reported that there were several questions regarding zoning where all they really wanted was a copy of part of the Door County Zoning Ordinance.    

FIRE DEPARTMENT:  Jon Stahl reported 17 calls in the month of November.   Air pack testing was done.  An excellent class on how to deal with meth labs was held this past month.  Steve Sohns stated that the facility use fee will be on next months agenda.  

FIRST RESPONDERS:  Jon Stahl reported 9 calls this past November.  While training with ice rescue suits at the Town Dock hose was tied to the piers.  

AIRPORT COMMISSION:  Mr. Somerhalder reported the airport is closed for the season.  Mr. Somerhalder read a letter from a resident with several complaints.  These complaints were addressed with the maintenance department.  The self-fueling system will go out to bid before spring.  

NOBLE HOUSE:  Sharon Kellner reported the Noble House would be open December 26th and 27th.  HARBOR COMMISSION:  Brian Merkel reported the dock is closed for the season.  At the last Commission meeting they reviewed the boat trailer parking problem and also still advertising for a dockmaster for next year.  

WATERSHED:  Jim Jauquet had nothing to report.

ROOM TAX:  Bill Weddig reported the Tourism Zone Commission reviewed the November collections.  The City of Sturgeon Bay has agreed to join the Tourism Zone Commission.  The next meeting is December 18th at the Gibraltar Fire Department. Bill reported the jetting company spent a week cleaning the storm sewers on the east end of town.  They were pretty well clogged but did work so they were able to get through.  The culvert by the State Park is silted in and may open up if there is a good flow in spring.  The jetting company estimated it would take approximately $3,000 to complete the job.  He will submit a proposal to the Town regarding this.  

LAW ENFORCEMENT:  Mr. Merkel had nothing to report other than its been quiet.
SESQUICENTENNIAL:   No report at this time.

PLAN COMMISSION:  Tom Birmingham reported the Plan Commission approved the plan received from the Parks and Lands Committee regarding the Town parks.  Baylake Regional Planning will help the Plan Commission regarding sustainability.  Jim Jauquet will be completing the map in the next month.  

CHAIR/COUNTY BOARD REPORT:  Merrell Runquist asked if there were any plowing concerns with the last two storms.  Mr. Runquist reported the Parks Department was authorized to pursue land adjoining old Quarry Park.  Mr. Pinney raised $360,000 to purchase 300 feet of shore property.  The county board denied an expenditure of $3,000 to finalize this purchase.  Mr. Pinney will try to raise the $3,000.  

AGENDA ITEMS:  

SNOWMOBILE ROUTE FOR 2009 SEASON:  Mr. John Zettel explained there may be a possible way around traveling on Gibraltar Road but this will take some time to accomplish.  Mr. Zettel is requesting the same snowmobile route this year as last year in the Town of Gibraltar.  It was moved by Mr. Sohns and seconded by Mr. Runquist to approve for one year the same route as last year.  Motion carried unanimously. The route is Sugarbush Road and Maple Grove Road to Gibraltar Road as far as the Logerquist property with a speed of 35 mph.  

ADVERTISE FOR TERM ON PARKS & LANDS COMMITTEE:  Andrea Kinsey Jauquet reported that Curt Campbell has moved to Egg Harbor and has resigned from the Parks and Lands Committee.  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Somerhalder to approve the ad to fill the Parks and Lands Committee vacancy.  Motion carried unanimously.  

AIRPORT IMPACT STUDY REVIEW:  The Airport Commission requested the Impact Study be revised showing only one full time employee as we do have two part time employees but they work only seasonally so this would equal only one full time employee.  After review, it was moved by Mr. Somerhalder and seconded by Mr. Sohns to approve the revised Ephraim-Gibraltar Airport Impact Study.  Motion carried unanimously.    

AIRPORT VEHICULAR ORDINANCE:  Mr. Somerhalder reported on the proposed Airport Vehicle Ordinance.  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Skare to table this issue for further evaluation.  Motion carried unanimously.  

ADVERTISE FOR SQUAD CAR PROPOSALS:  The Town Board reviewed the proposal for the advertisement for a new squad car.  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Skare to approve the proposal.  Motion carried unanimously.

LEGISLATIVE DAY ISSUES 2009:  Issues were discussed for the 2009 Legislative Day.  Such issues included:  

· Funding for Invasive Species

· Storm Sewer Upgrade

· Beach Reclamation

· Tech School Funding

Financial sponsorship was discussed.  It was moved by Mr. Skare and seconded by Mr. Sohns to contribute $500 for a bronze sponsorship for Legislative Day 2009.  Motion carried unanimously.  

CHARGES FOR SPECIAL EVENTS:  It was moved by Mr. Sohns and seconded by Mr. Skare to table to the next meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.  

APPOINTMENT FOR POLICE COMMITTEE:  The ad was published for the term expiring on the Police Committee.  Only one response was received, that being from John Young requesting another term.  It was moved by Mr. Runquist and seconded by Mr. Merkel to appoint John Young for another term on the Police Committee.  Motion carried unanimously.  

ADOPT RESOLUTION 2008-04 FOR APPROVAL OF A PLAT OF THE SECOND ADDITION TO BLOSSOMBERG CEMETERY:  This item will be put on the January agenda.

SPECIAL EVENT REQUEST/TEMPORARY BEER/WINE LICENSE - FISH CREEK CIVIC ASSOCIATION:  Paige Funkhauser, representing the Civic Association, is requesting use of Clark Park, Town Hall, Fish Creek Beach and Fish Creek Park and Noble Square.  Games will be held at Top of Hill Shops, Founders Square, Lautenbach’s Orchard Country and Noble Square (subject to GHA approval).  Limitation at Fish Creek Park is that only walking trails can be used for dog sled rides.  Dog sleds will not be allowed on trails that are used by snowmobiles.  It was moved by Mr. Somerhalder and seconded by Mr. Sohns to approve the special event as requested.  Motion carried unanimously.   The beer/wine license will be tabled until the January meeting.  Per Mrs. Kellner beer/wine is allowed at only 1 location.  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Skare to table the beer/wine license until the next meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.  

PROPOSED ADDITIONS TO GIBRALTAR SIGN ORDINANCE:  Mr. Runquist excused himself from this subject.  Mr. Skare took over the meeting. Tom Birmingham explained the changes to the proposed sign ordinance.  It was moved by Mr. Skare and seconded by Mr. Sohns to approve the proposed Gibraltar Sign Ordinance as revised.  Motion carried unanimously.

GRANT SEMINAR:  Jon Stahl stated there will be a grant writing seminar in Eagle Wisconsin February 21-22, 2009.  Casey Kelly is requesting permission to attend.  The cost of the seminar is $299 plus hotel.  Hotel rates run $150 to $180 per night.  It was moved by Mr. Somerhalder and seconded by Mr. Sohns to approve Casey Kelly attending this Grant Seminar.  Motion carried unanimously.  

FIRE DEPARTMENT REQUEST FOR 2 PERSONS TO ATTEND FDIC:  Jon Stahl is requesting two persons attend the FDIC conference in Indianapolis, Indiana.  The cost per person is $455 with the hotel being closer to the conference.  It was moved by Mr. Somerhalder and seconded by Mr. Merkel to approve two individuals attending this conference.  Motion carried unanimously.  

APPROVE CLOSED SESSION ACTION:  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Sohns to approve the action taken in closed session.  Motion carried unanimously. 

PAYMENT OF BILLS:  It was moved by Mr. Somerhalder and seconded by Mr. Skare to pay the bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.  

ADJOURN:  It was moved by Mr. Sohns and seconded by Mr. Somerhalder to adjourn.  Motion carried unanimously and the meeting adjourned at 9:32 p.m.
