Call to Order: Brian Hackbarth called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m.

Members Present:  Brian Hackbarth, Renny Lea, and Laurie Buske, Jayson Merkel and MikeAshley.

The Parks and Lands Committee met at Sailor Sam’s to review the status of the stone wall; then commenced to Sunset Beach Park to determine what dead, sick, or diseased trees need to be removed for safety purposes; then went to the Public Beach to view the stone wall for repair.  

Approve of the Minutes:  It was moved by Renny Lea and seconded by Laurie Buske to approve the minutes of the previous meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.

Sailor Sam’s Wall Repair:  In discussing the rebuilding of the stone wall, it was mentioned doing the wall in parts, such as halves, thirds, etc.  The present soil and plants would have to be removed by the town maintenance department.  The wall would need to be reinforced with rods holding the wall in place.  It was decided that bids would be obtained for 1.  Concrete poured wall with stone fascia; 2.  Straight cement stone wall with footing.   After these bids are received then we can determine whether to do the wall in halves or thirds.  
Review of Tree Removal at Sunset Beach:  In discussing the removal of sick, diseased or dead trees from the Sunset Beach Park.  It was moved by Brian and seconded by Jayson that the town maintenance department remove the trees they can safely cut down and have the rest removed professionally when Cottage Row Road trees are cut this month.  This is being done for safety reasons, as we’ve had complaints about dead, leaning trees.  
Public Beach Stone Wall:  In viewing the stone wall at the Public Beach, it was noted that the parking lot is draining onto the beach causing a deep “well” behind a large rock in the wall which also runs out onto the beach.  It was felt that fixing the drainage problems is the first priority in repairing the stone wall.  However, in discussing the water runoff, it was noted that the storm pipe from the lot point in the parking lot would not have enough pitch to drain into the culvert at Goode’s property.  It was decided to obtain the pitch of the parking lot and also to the culvert pipe.   It was mentioned that the storm drain on the west side of the entrance to the beach cannot catch all the water and the water just runs over the storm drain onto the parking lot.  Another storm drain just to the west of this storm drain could help this situation.  It was moved by Renny and seconded by Mike to have the maintenance department add cobblestone in the large crack caused by the drainage from the parking lot and remodel the approach to the stairs both on the top and repair the bottom of the steps.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Next meeting will be Tuesday, January 19, 2010.  
Adjourn:  It was moved by Renny and seconded by Mike to adjourn.  Motion carried 

unanimously and the meeting adjourned at 9:30 a.m.
