CALL TO ORDER:  Merrell Runquist, chairman, called the regular monthly meeting to order at 7:16 p.m.

MEMBERS PRESENT:  Board members present were Merrell Runquist, Dick Skare, Steve Sohns, Myrv Somerhalder and Brian Merkel.  

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  It was moved by Mr. Skare and seconded by Mr. Sohns to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.  It was moved by Mr. Somerhalder and seconded by Mr. Merkel to approve the minutes of the special meeting held on May 12, 2009.  Motion carried unanimously.  It was moved by Mr. Sohns and seconded by Mr. Merkel to approve the minutes of the special meeting held on May 19, 2009.  Motion carried unanimously.  

REPORTS:
PARKS AND LANDS COMMITTEE:  Brian Hackbarth reported that he was elected as the chairperson of the Parks and Lands Committee.  The sprinkler system at the Town Hall has been installed.  The Kiosk is being constructed by Tom Birmingham who is donating his services.  Mr. Runquist thanked Tom Birmingham for his labor.  A railing is being considered on the stairs at the Public Beach.  The old proposed recreational plan is being reviewed.  Mr. Runquist reminded the Parks and Lands Committee to coordinate with the Airport Commission regarding anything on the Airport property.  The new committee members are Laura Bruske and Mike Ashley.  Mr. Sohns stated the sprinkler system at Clark Park is doing an excellent job, as the park looks beautiful.  
ORDINANCE:  Sharon Kellner had nothing to report this month on ordinances.  
FIRE DEPARTMENT:  Jon Stahl reported there were 10 calls in the previous month.  Jon took the Fire Department boat to Chambers Island to make the trucks on the Island ready for the season.  The smaller truck needs to be replaced in the near future and Jon will check figures for budgeting.  
FIRST RESPONDERS:  Jayson Merkel reported there were 6 calls in the month of May.  Training on street drug awareness was held last night with good attendance.  Everything is set for the season.  June 15, 2009 is the build date for the pickup truck with delivery two to three weeks later.    
 AIRPORT COMMISSION: Myrv Somerhalder reported the installation of the fuel tank was uneventful.  One sidewalk showed cracking near the driveway.  Jon Neville reported on the Eagles Program.  There were 60 participants.  No neighbors complained and there were many positive comments.  Lyle Lundquist installed a spigot on the north side of the SRE building.  
HARBOR COMMISSION:  Brian Merkel reported staffing is set for the season.  Sales for 2009 to date were $99,306.  The boat trailer parking lot has been rejuvenated and looks excellent.  
NOBLE HOUSE:  Eunice reported the Noble House will be open weekends until June 12th when they switch to open full time.  Memorial Day weekend was very busy.  The repair to the stairs to the second floor of the Noble House has been completed.  The docents have all started and next week will be very busy with the different programs planned.  John Young reported that water runoff repair at the Noble House is completed and the last rain showed the water going to the right spot for drainage.  
WATERSHED:  There was no watershed report at this time.



ROOM TAX:  Bill Weddig reported the audit of the Tourism Zone Commission is completed.  In 2008, there was a total of $2,635,603 collected by the Tourism Zone Commission.  So far this year there are 814 permits including the City of Sturgeon Bay.  This consists of 179 commercial and 635 non-commercials.  Door County has 4,623 units or cottages.  The Town of Gibraltar has 113 permits with 556 rooms or cottages.  The Town of Gibraltar collected 17.4% of the 2008 room tax collections.  Discussion was held regarding State funds for advertising, as the State of Michigan has such good ads.
LAW ENFORCEMENT:  Brian Merkel reported the new squad car was delivered and the decals installed.  Memorial Day weekend was quiet as far as law enforcement.  
PLAN COMMISSION:  Tom Birmingham reported he has talked with Door County Soil and Water regarding water quality in the creek of Fish Creek.  The commission has finished the initial review of the Transportation Element and will be starting the Facility and Utility Element.  The Commission feels this review is a worthwhile process and that there’s still a lot of work to be done.  On June 30th, the Plan Commission will meet with Mark Walter from Bay-Lake Regional Planning to talk about implementation of sustainable practices.      
CHAIR/COUNTY BOARD REPORT:  Merrell Runquist reported the County has beefed up their services and will be able to assist the towns in the Smart Growth Planning process.  The proposed pricing for services and the vehicle ordinance at the Airport were passed by the Town of Gibraltar but rejected by the Village of Ephraim.  Road work for the Town of Gibraltar should begin the first part of July.  The County will repave County Trunk A from Greenwood to Highway 42.  The State has furnished the recorded Blossomberg Cemetery easement which will be brought before the County Board the end of June.  Merrell Runquist publicly thanked Tom Blackwood for his assistance in this matter.  The County Board withdrew from Bay-Lake Regional Planning saving $35,000 a year.  Mr. Runquist congratulated the Skare’s on the opening of their newly built restaurant.

AGENDA ITEMS:
 TROLLEY RIDE STOPS – WAYNE KUDICK:  Wayne Kudick has planned the following as proposed stops for Heritage Day, June 13th:  1) depart from Orchard Country Winery & Market, 2) Settlement Shops, 3) Behind the Noble House on Bluff Lane, 4) across from Fish Creek Public Beach, 5) St. Paul’s Catholic Church, 6) Top of the Hill Shops, 7) Blue Horse Bistro, 8) behind On Deck, 9) Marina, 10) White Gull Inn, 11) Founder’s Square….then back to Orchard Country.  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Sohns to approve the Trolley Ride stops as proposed.  Motion carried unanimously.    
PROPSOAL FOR COMPREHENSIVE BICYCLE PLAN:  Two proposals were received for the Comprehensive Bicycle Plan for the Town of Gibraltar.  One from the Bicycle Federation of Wisconsin in the amount of $6,967 and another from Schreiber/Anderson Associates Inc in the amount of $5,000 with no  Public Open House or $6,000 with a Public Open House.  It was moved by Mr. Somerhalder and seconded by Mr. Skare to approve the proposal from the Bicycle Federation of Wisconsin in the amount of $6,967.  Motion carried with four in favor and Mr. Merkel abstaining.
SET DATES FOR OPEN BOOK AND BOARD OF REVIEW:  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Somerhalder to approve the Open Book dates of Friday and Saturday, July 17th and 18th from 10 a.m. to Noon and to approve the Board of Review date of Wednesday, July 29, 2009 from 6 p.m. to 8 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.  
REVIEW PRICING POLICY OF FUEL AT AIRPORT:  The Ephraim-Gibraltar Airport Commission is requesting a change in the pricing policy for the sale of fuel at the Airport.  Proposed changes are:  1) Minimum mark-up would be $0.35/gallon.  2) Mark-up would be adjusted upward and could, if the situation arose, be more than the current $0.65/gallon mark-up.  3)  Airport Commission to have the authority to adjust the fuel price –upwards and downwards – based on market conditions and report the price changes to the Town and Village at the monthly Board meetings.  It was moved by Mr. Skare and seconded by Mr. Merkel to approve a minimum $0.35 per gallon mark-up for fuel at the Airport, to be reported weekly to the Town Office with Jon Neville being the responsible person for setting the price and obtaining permission from Mr. Somerhalder.  Motion carried unanimously.  This issue must go to the Village of Ephraim for approval.  
PROPANE PROPOSALS FOR 2009-2010 HEATING SEASON:  The two places that submitted propane proposals for the 2009-2010 heating season have submitted new proposals.  Lakes Gas Company has submitted a price of $1.249 per gallon and Milton Propane has submitted a price of $1.299 per gallon.  It was moved by Mr. Mr. Skare and seconded by Mr. Merkel to approve the propane proposal from Lakes Gas in the amount of $1.249 per gallon.  Motion carried unanimously.  
STREET LIGHTING REFUND PRICE REVIEW:  At present the Town of Gibraltar is refunding two business $50 per year to have a street light hooked-up to their electricity.  It has come to the Town Board’s attention that during the winter months when one of the businesses is closed and the electricity is shut off the business is still paying approximately $15 per month for electricity.  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Somerhalder to table this issue.  Motion carried unanimously.  
RENEWAL OF LIQUOR LICENSES FOR 2009-2010:  It was moved by Mr. Sohns and seconded by Mr. Somerhalder to approve a Class B Beer License and a Class B Winery License to Lautenbach’s Orchard Country Inc.  Motion carried with four in favor and Mr. Merkel abstaining.

USE OF ELECTRIC VEHICLES ON PENINSULA STATE PARK ROADS:  Mr. Blackwood from Peninsula State Park is requesting the Town of Gibraltar pass an ordinance for electric vehicles to be operated on the roads in Peninsula State Park.  The ordinance was read and reviewed.  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Sohns to support this proposed ordinance and forward this ordinance to the town attorney.  Motion carried unanimously.    
SPECIAL EVENT REQUEST – SETTLEMENT SHOPS:  The Settlement Shop Owner’s Association is requesting permission to hold Art Fairs on July 11th, August 1st and 22nd and September 5th.  From 10 a.m. to 5 p.m. with a banner five days prior to the event.  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Skare to support the three events and include the banner permission.  Motion carried unanimously.    
ANTIQUE SHOW SIGNAGE – AUDREY HANSON:  The Antique Show at Gibraltar School is requesting permission to place a sign at the Noble House for five days prior to the Antique Show and removed the last day.  It was moved by Mr. Skare and seconded by Mr. Somerhalder to approve the signage for the Antique show.  Motion carried unanimously.  
APPLICATION FOR TEMPORARY BEER-WINE LICENSE EPHRAIM YACHT CLUB AT 3282 GIBRALTAR ROAD:  The Ephraim Yacht Club is requesting a beer/wine license for July 25 and August 3 for a “brat fest” with Mr. William Klein managing the event on his property.  It was moved by Mr. Runquist and seconded by Mr. Sohns to grant the temporary beer license for August 3rd with the provision that any street parking be done only on the north side of Gibraltar Road, parking attendant be present to assist in parking, and on the south side of Gibraltar Road starting at Mr. Klein’s driveway – going 200’ west and 200’ east of his driveway the south side of Gibraltar Road be marked/taped for no parking during the event.  Motion carried unanimously.  It was moved by Mr. Runquist and seconded by Mr. Merkel that the temporary beer/wine license be granted for July 25th with parking to be on premise.  Motion carried unanimously.  
PAYMENT OF BILLS:  It was moved by Mr. Sohns and seconded by Mr. Skare to pay the bills as present except for the Baycom bill to be paid after consideration between the Town Clerk and Town Officer.  Motion carried unanimously.
ADJOURN:  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Skare to adjourn.  Motion carried unanimously and the meeting adjourned at 10:02 p.m.
