The Public Hearing for the adoption of the Town of Gibraltar 2010 budget was called to order by Richard Skare at 6:45 p.m.  

Members present were Dick Skare, Myrv Somerhalder, Brian Merkel, Steve Sohns and Myrv Somerhalder.  Merrell Runquist was absent due to hospitalization.  Also present were Jayson Merkel, Connie Judd, John Young, Phil Saperstein, and Beth Hagen.  
The figures for the 2010 budget were read and questions regarding the budget were answered.  It was moved by John Young and seconded by Beth Hagen to adopt the 2010 Budget for the Town of Gibraltar with a levy of $893,828.44 which is a 7.37% increase over the 2008 levy.  This includes the approve of a loan in the amount of $100,000 in 2010 for money to be applied to the levy.  Motion carried all in favor except Brian Merkel and Steve Sohns opposed.  

It was moved by Steve Sohns and seconded by Brian Merkel to adjourn the public hearing.  Motion carried unanimously and the meeting adjourned at 6:56 p.m.

CALL TO ORDER:  Dick Skare called the monthly meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

MEMBERS PRESENT:  Board members present were Dick Skare, Myrv Somerhalder, Brian Merkel and Steve Sohns.  Merrell Runquist was absent due to hospitalization.      

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Somerhalder to approve the minutes of the November 4, 2009 meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.   

REPORTS:

PARKS AND LANDS COMMITTEE:  Jayson Merkel reported the Parks and Lands Committee reviewed the landscape problems around the village area.   
ORDINANCES:  Sharon Kellner had nothing to report for ordinances.  
FIRE DEPARTMENT:  Jon Stahl reported 5 fire calls in November.  Training and work nights include testing fire hose which is time consuming.  Chimney fire practice was also held.  
FIRST RESPONDERS:  Jayson Merkel reported 6 call this past month.  New first responder, Greg Swain, has completed his training.   In-house training was held this past week.  
AIRPORT COMMISSION:  Mr. Somerhalder reported the area for the last hangar has been leveled.   
NOBLE HOUSE:  No report at this time.
HARBOR COMMISSION:  No report at this time.
WATERSHED STUDY:  Jim Jauquet reported past tests have been negative for ecoli.  Jim is not sure if any tests will be done after this.    
TOURISM COMMISSION:  Dick Skare reported Tourism for the year showed a decrease over the 2009 year of 1.5%.  Gibraltar leads the County in tourism monies.  Enforcement of the tourism tax ordinance has become a problem, especially with the units that are only one or two rooms.   
LAW ENFORCEMENT:  Brian Merkel had nothing to report for law enforcement.
PLAN COMMISSION:  Dick Skare reported the Plan Commission is now chaired by Linda Merline and the Public Hearing is planned for 6:30 on January 12th.   
COUNTY BOAR D REPORT:  Dick Skare reported Myrv Somerhalder and Brian Merkel’s terms for Town Board are expiring in April and nomination papers may be taken out as of December 1st.    
AGENDA ITEMS:  

APPOINTMENT TO GIBRALTAR PLAN COMMISSION:  Dick Skare reported that Tom Blackwood has accepted the appointment to the Gibraltar Plan Commission as of January 1, 2010.  

AIRPORT HANGAR LEASE – EPHRAIM FLYERS:  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Sohns to approve the renewal of the hangar lease to the Ephraim Flyers as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.       
RECYCLING BID:  The bid for recycling was advertised with only one bid received and that was from Going Garbage.  The bid was the same as last year with the per day charge for recycling remaining at $464 plus tipping fees.  It was moved by Mr. Sohns and seconded by Mr. Merkel to accept the bid as submitted.  Motion carried unanimously.    
ADVERTISE FOR POLICE COMMITTEE TERM:  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Somerhalder to advertise for police committee term.  Motion carried unanimously.  
AIRPORT 2010 RATES AND FEES:  The airport commission is recommended that the 2010 rates remain the same as 2009 rates.  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Sohns to approve the proposed 2010 rates as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.    
APPOINTMENT OF ELECTION OFFICERS:  It was moved by Mr. Somerhalder and seconded by Mr. Sohns to approve the following appointments:  Election Inspectors as Barb Merkel, Joyce Davison, Robin Butchart, Debbie Woerfel, and Patricia Storm.  Special Registration Deputies 1 and 2 as Patricia Storms and Debbie Woerfel.  Canvassers as Barb Merkel, Joyce Davison and Robin Butchart.  Motion carried with four in favor and Brian Merkel abstaining.    
PAYMENT OF BILLS:  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Somerhalder to pay the bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.  

ADJOURN:  It was moved by Mr. Sohns and seconded by Mr. Merkel to adjourn.  Motion carried unanimously and the meeting adjourned at 7:50 p.m.
