Call to order:  The regular meeting of the Gibraltar Plan Commission was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Linda Merline, chairman. 

Members present: Linda Merline, Brian Hackbarth, Britt Unkefer and Tom Blackwood
Members absent:  Andy Coulson
Approve minutes of last meeting: It was moved by Hackbarth and seconded by Unkefer to approve the minutes of March 23, 2010 as corrected.  Motion carried unanimously. 
Correspondence: No correspondence had been received.  
POWTS Presentation by Chris Olson, Assistant County Sanitarian: Chris Olson, Assistant County Sanitarian for Door County gave a presentation on Private On-Site Wastewater Treatment Systems. Olson will provide educational materials for public distribution.  Olson further stated that the comprehensive sanitary survey is 30% complete.  This year systems with soil conditions numbered 160-180 will be evaluated.  Merline thanked Mr. Olson for his presentation.  

Side Yard & Road Setbacks in Downtown Fish Creek:   Merline stated the discussion was a continuation from the previous month.  Hackbarth wished to consider setbacks less than 10’ but greater than 0’; larger setbacks were specific to multiple occupancy dwellings.  Merline stated that all properties within a district are held to the same requirements. The variance request process can be tedious but does allow the town to maintain the “village character.”  Jim Jauquet added there is no scientific method to use to determine the setback.  By using the variance process the property owner, adjacent property owners and the town’s interests are considered and protected per Jauquet.  Current county zoning new categories are difficult to justify/create.  No compelling reasons were stated to modify the setbacks.  It was moved by Blackwood and seconded by Unkefer to recommend to the town board that current setback guidelines be retained.  Motion passed with Hackbarth opposed.
Committee Reports:  
Surface & Groundwater Protection: Merline and Unkefer met with Jim Jauquet.  2010 stormwater jetting will be from Shore Road to the beach or until the budget cap has been reached. Complete system cleaning is hoped for by 2013. 
Gibraltar Bike Path: The town board appointed Brian Merkel to head up a 3 person Bike Committee.   
Future Parking:  Nothing to report.
Sustainable Gibraltar:  Hackbarth had nothing to report at this time.
Set the Next Meeting Date:  The next regular meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, May 25, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. 

Adjourn:  It was moved by Blackwood and seconded by Hackbarth to adjourn.  Motion carried unanimously and the meeting adjourned at 9:01 p.m.
