Call to Order:  The Ephraim-Gibraltar Airport Commission meeting was called to order by Myrv Somerhalder, chairman at 7:00 p.m.

Members present:  Myrv Somerhalder, Mike McCutcheon, Jon Neville, Marty Franke and Don Freix 

Members absent:  Arvid Munson
Minutes:  It was moved by Freix and seconded by McCutcheon to approve the minutes of April 22, 2010 as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Airport Rental Cars Update: Neville reported the car has been rented once and there is an anticipated 5 week rental in July.   
Height Limitation Ordinance:  Somerhalder stated the next step is for an Ephraim Representative to go to the next village meeting to detail the status of the GCGI Development LLC request. McCutcheon and Franke will attend the village meeting.  
Recreation Area on Airport:  Somerhalder stated he will be taking measurements for a potential recreation area.  The town’s Parks and Lands Committee is exploring the issue.  
Additional Staff Hours:  Somerhalder asked if there should be additional days of staff coverage.  Neville responded at particular peak times of the year, holidays, EAA and fall colors.  The self-fueling system solves many staffing problems.  It was moved by Freix and seconded by McCutcheon to table to the next meeting.  Motion carried unanimously. 
Airport Expenses:   Expenses were reviewed by the Commission.  
Airport Report:  Open meetings law was detailed in relation to the public comment agenda item.   Neville stated the fuel price is the exact average for the area at $4.49 per gallon.  Timmerman is currently $.30 less than 3D2.  The ground reel is working well.  Tie downs markings need painting.  Agenda items requested for the next meeting are the hangar waiting list and standard operating procedures.  The next scheduled meeting is Thursday, June 17, 2010.
 Somerhalder received a letter from Door County Planning and Zoning requesting volunteer participation in the implementation portion of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan.  Freix sees this as a possible opportunity for funding from the County whereas Neville stated it was another layer of bureaucracy.  
Public Comment:    There was no public comment. 
Adjourn:  It was moved by McCutcheon and seconded by Neville to adjourn.  Motion carried unanimously and the meeting adjourned at 8:23 p.m.
