Call to Order:  The Ephraim-Gibraltar Airport Commission meeting was called to order by Myrv Somerhalder, chairman at 7: 00 p.m.

Members present:  Myrv Somerhalder, Arvid Munson, Jon Neville and Don Freix 
Members absent: Marty Franke and Mike McCutcheon
Minutes:  It was moved by Neville and seconded by Munson to approve the minutes of June 17, 2010 as amended.  Motion carried unanimously.

Airport Income/Expense Budget: The income and expense reports were reviewed.  Munson questioned if all insurance has been submitted and paid for the year.  Hagen will check on this.  
Airport Plan:  The Airport Layout Plan can be updated by the Bureau of Aeronautics for the proposed land purchase.  Somerhalder stated there are $265,233 available; Somerhalder will get clarification on the “needs to be spent” funds listed on the entitlement summary dated 7/8/10.  Two appraisals will be needed by 9/30/2010.  Somerhalder stated the purpose of the land purchase would be to protect the airport.  
“Friends of the Airport” Report:  The FOEGA building air conditioner and ceiling fan are no longer working; FOEGA replaced the units at their cost.   FOEGA has been working with several businesses on a promotional basis.  Neville stated the group is willing to work with any business.

Airport Maintenance Report:  Neville stated runway number reflectivity an issue.  Hagen will check on runway repainting.  Hagen stated the grounding cable has been repaired and should be arriving shortly.  Munson stated the small trees are growing well and will be staked.  Quotes for blacktopping in front of the office will be requested and be brought back for the next meeting.  
Airport Report: A new credit card machine will be ordered which will further limit the town and village’s liability.  To date there have been no restroom problems.  Rental cars contracts are doing well.  The fuel tank currently has 2200 gallons.  Availability of a half load of fuel will be checked.  EAA is the last week of July and staffing has been increased for the week-long event.  The next scheduled meeting is August 19th.  
Proposed Tower Update:     Somerhalder distributed a copy of his letter sent to GCGI Development LLC.  If an appeal is sought new members will need to be appointed to the appeal board.    
Public Comment:    There was no public comment. 
Adjourn:  It was moved by Munson and seconded by Neville to adjourn.  Motion carried unanimously and the meeting adjourned at 8:03 p.m.
