Call to Order:  The Ephraim-Gibraltar Airport Commission meeting was called to order by Myrv Somerhalder, chairman at 7:00 p.m.

Members present:  Myrv Somerhalder, Marty Franke, Mike McCutcheon, Arvid Munson, Jon Neville and Don Freix 
Minutes:  It was moved by Munson and seconded by McCutcheon to approve the minutes of August 19, 2010 as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

Airport Radio:  Neville reported that the radio has been repaired again but should be budgeted for in 2011 at an anticipated cost of $1200.  
Maintenance Building Paving Update:  The Door County Highway Department completed the project on September 14th.  The question was raised on additional marking.  
Airport SOP’s Updating:  Somerhalder asked if the members had any new SOP’s.    No aircraft parking in front of the office was mentioned. 
Airport Income/Expense Budget: The income and expense reports were reviewed.  
“Friends of the Airport” Report:  Neville reported that FOEGA will make a $500 donation toward the asphalt improvement and provide planters/beautification in the spring.  There are currently 91 members.  October 1st the FOEGA will be having a dinner beginning at 5:00 p.m. in Holbrook’s hangar.      Pumpkins and corn stalks have been purchased for fall decorations.  
Airport Report: Fuel sales are equal to 97.3% of gallons sold in 2009.  Somerhalder, Neville, Franke and Hagen are scheduled to attend the BOA Land Use and Airport Operations Seminar September 28th and 29th.   The 2011 budget packets will be sent to the respective departments after September 30th.  Budget hearings will begin in October.  The next meeting is scheduled for October 14th the primary focus will be the 2011 budget.   Neville thanked the maintenance crew for an outstanding job this year.  The brush has not been cleaned up at the volleyball court.  Freix will contact Danhausen and Bremmer regarding the debris.  Franke questioned the timeline, appraisals and funding for the anticipated land purchase.  Franke stated that it would be important for the appraisers walk the property for an accurate value.  Somerhalder was unsure about the exact procedure for land acquisition.  Somerhalder stated that if the land is not purchased the master plan would then proceed.

It was moved by Munson and seconded by Freix to accept the Walt’s quote.  Motion carried unanimously.
