Call to Order:  The Ephraim-Gibraltar Airport Commission meeting was called to order by Myrv Somerhalder, chairman at 11:10 a.m.

Members present:  Myrv Somerhalder, Don Freix, Mike McCutcheon, Marty Franke, Jon Neville and Arvid Munson 
Also Present:  David Montesinos Bureau of Aeronautics (BOA) and Aaron Stewart of Omnni Associates.
Master Plan Parameters and Recommendations:  David Montesinos stated that FAA funds only require an Airport Layout Plan (ALP) not a full Master Plan.  There are a number of layers to a Master Plan of which and ALP is just one.  Montesinos asked the Commission what they wanted to see in the future at the airport.  Montesinos gave suggestions to start: add hangars,  2500’ E/W  runway, utilities, paved runway extension to 3300’, seasonal hangars, private property acquisition.  Hangars with living quarters are against the leasing agreement per Montesinos.  Stewart stated the trend is to avoid hangar sites with sewer and water.  A Pilot’s lounge could have sewer and water to increase the hangar fees.
The Commission’s wish list included:  
· Hangars (first priority)

· AWOS

· Led lighting

· Sustainable projects

· T-hangars (95 – 2.5- 2.5)

· Wildlife fencing

· Security lighting

The Commission would like to explore the maximum potential for the airport and do what is best for the flying public and the airport.  Ideas on paper are free.   
Stewart will put together possibilities for March review and e-mail to the town office.  All correspondence will be funneled through the office.    The Commission will meet with Stewart and Montesinos in April.
Adjourn:  It was moved by Freix and seconded by Franke to adjourn.  Motion carried unanimously and the meeting adjourned at 12:37 p .m.
