Call to Order:  The Ephraim-Gibraltar Airport Commission meeting was called to order by Myrv Somerhalder, chairman at 7:00 p.m.

Members present:  Myrv Somerhalder, Mike McCutcheon, Marty Franke, Don Freix, Jon Neville and Arvid Munson 
Minutes:  It was moved by Munson and seconded by Neville to approve the minutes of January 20, 2011 as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.  It was moved by Munson and seconded by McCutcheon to approve the minutes of February 3, 2011 as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.
Hangar Numbering:  Somerhalder stated none of the new hangars have numbering. Somerhalder recommend the airport pay and install the numbering on C and D row.  The office will follow up with Chief Stahl on location and Hartmann Sign for installation.  It was moved by Munson and seconded by McCutcheon to proceed with the numbering as discussed.  Motion carried unanimously.   
Master Plan: Brian Hackbarth reiterated the request for the 7 acres that hold the volleyball courts be allowed to be used for a park.  Dick Skare stated that in the 1970’s the land was used for a baseball field.  Walking paths and a pavilion on the 7 acres would be an asset to the town and follows the implementation of the town’s smart growth plan.  The potential need for security fencing was stated.  

Freix stated that the BOA did not recommend designating airport land as a park as it would complicate the layout plan.  The recreation area would be within the runway protection zone for a potential E/W runway.  Franke mentioned the possibility of acquiring land to the north of the airport for future hangar development.  Somerhalder stated that Omnni felt it would be difficult to remove the courts as they have been there for more than 5 years.  Franke recommended continuing a conversation with Stewart on how to work together to preserve the courts.  
“Friends of the Airport” Report:  Neville reported the next meeting will be on March 9th; there was not meeting in February due to inclement weather.  The group’s finances are in very good shape.  Two ski planes landed at winter festival; additional effort will be made to promote the winter festival for 2012.  The Young Eagles Fly In will be the week before Memorial Day.  
Airport Report:   The airport finished 2010 $5,071 in the black.  The Air Nav changes have not been made yet.  The next meeting is scheduled for March 24.
Public Comment:    None 
Adjourn:  It was moved by McCutcheon and seconded by Freix to adjourn.  Motion carried unanimously and the meeting adjourned at 7:50 p.m.
