Call to Order:  The regular meeting of the Ephraim-Gibraltar Airport Commission was called to order at 11:03 a.m. by Jon Neville.

Mr. Neville stated that he was asked to temporarily chair the Commission during Myrv Somerhalder’s absence.  

Members present:  Jon Neville, Arvid Munson, Don Freix, Mike McCutcheon and Marty Franke

Members absent:  Myrv Somerhalder – excused.

Also present:  David Montecinos BOA, Aaron Stewart Omnni Associates, Supervisors Karl Stubenvoll, Dick Skare and Steve Sohns.

Minutes:  It was moved by Munson and seconded by Freix to approve the minutes as corrected.  Motion carried unanimously.
Master Plan:  Neville stated the purpose of the discussion is to review the options presented and how to move forward.  Points of discussion included:

· Possible purchase reimbursement on 1970 land acquisition

·  Plan possibilities for the ALP going out 20 years or more – how much do you want to protect?
· Zoning of compatible land use adjacent to the airport – height restrictions, overlay zoning

· Additional tie down and auto parking
· Prevailing winds -  more beneficial to extend and/or improve the grass runway (straighten and pave) as opposed to an EW runway
· Parallel taxiway to the grass runway

· Potential of additional 300’ on either end of the current paved runway safety areas can be graded but not paved
· Cost analysis and sequencing is all part of the plan
· Green options, solar for flight planning area, solar taxiway lighting, solar array grant availability also wind energy
· Option to relocate beacon to center area

· Multiple locations on hangars to give flexibility in the future.  Lower cost to extend the hangars north as opposed to the southwest
· If grass runway were paved possible hangar sites on County A

· Option #1 is preferred
· AWOS

· Not forcing the volleyball court to relocate at this time
It was moved by Freix seconded by Franke to continue the discussion based on the points brought up today.  Motion carried unanimously.

The next meeting with Omnni and the BOA will be scheduled for July 21st at 11:00 a.m.
“Friends of the Airport” Report:  Neville stated the Courtesy van will be available next Saturday, May 7th.  Donations for 2 bikes have been received from the Wild Tomato and Chef’s Hat. The Young Eagles Fly-in is May 21st. The Fish Creek Summer Festival on July 2th will have the Friends serving lemonade.  The Internet hook up will be live today.
Airport Report:  The Door County Highway Department has rolled the grass runway and will be sweeping as early as possible.  The purchase of a new base station will be put on the next agenda.  The next meeting is scheduled for May 19th at 7:00 p.m.
March 2011 FAA AIP Terms and Conditions Recommendation:  It was moved by Freix and seconded by McCutcheon to recommend signing the March 2011 FAA AIP Terms & Conditions to the Town and Village Boards.  Motion carried unanimously.
