Call to Order:  Brian Merkel, chairman, called the regular monthly meeting to order at 7: 00 p.m.

Board Members Present:  Brian Merkel, Dick Skare, Steve Sohns, Brian Hackbarth and Karl Stubenvoll  

Approval of Minutes:  It was moved by Stubenvoll and seconded by Skare to approve the minutes of the April 6, 2011 meeting as amended.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Committee Reports:

Parks and Lands Committee:  Brian Hackbarth stated the Civic Association has contracted a redesign of the kiosk plantings.  Finish landscaping at the beach will be completed shortly.  Wednesday, May 11th an invasive species education piece will be presented at the Fire Department. 
Fire Department:  Jayson Merkel reported 7 calls for the month of April.  An extrication class was held last Friday and Saturday in Sturgeon Bay.  The Wildland Fire Truck is on schedule for the 2nd week of June delivery. 
First Responders:  Jayson Merkel reported 6 calls for the month of April. The EMR’s are on schedule to work at the Half Marathon.  
Airport Commission:  Jon Neville reported that July 21st is the next meeting with Omnni on the Master Plan.  There will be a Young Eagles Fly-in May 21st.  The courtesy van and bikes are back in service.  The airport will be seasonally open beginning May 13th.  

Noble House:  Eunice Rutherford reported the first program of the season is on Monday – A Civil War discussion.  The new website is up and running.  
Harbor Commission:   Brian Merkel reported the dock will be opening May 13th.
Watershed:  Brian Merkel was contacted by Jim Jauquet who would like to step down as lead but stay active.  
Room Tax:  Dick Skare stated Sevastopol and Sturgeon Bay are holding out but a solution is coming forward.  
Plan Commission:  Linda Merline had nothing to report.
Chairman’s Report:  Brian Merkel stated the Evergreen Road project is moving forward. Craig Lent thanked Maintenance for being accommodating.  A 5 person road review proved a good experience and yielded a better condition understanding for the board.  Discussion on the Hwy 42 resurfacing project scope was held Friday. 
Public Comment:  Ken Harrington expressed concern on stressed areas and wetlands.  He also had concern with the notification policy for public hearings generated on County Planning petitions.   
Agenda Items: 
Special Event Request – Fish Creek Summer Festival:  The Civic Association is requesting permission for fireworks to be held on Saturday July 2nd with a rain date of Saturday the 9th.  Two Door County Reserve Officers have been requested.  FCCA is directed to contact Gibraltar Police regarding the event.  Tom Young has spoken with the Harbor Commission regarding the fireworks timeline. Food and beverages will be served from noon until 10 p.m. in Clark Park.  A temporary beer/wine license was requested; signs marking the beer perimeter are to be posted in Clark Park per Gibraltar PD.   Two banners for 2 weeks (not to exceed 24 square feet) are requested to be located at Noble Square and Peninsula Park Entrance.    It was moved by Skare and seconded by Hackbarth to grant the Fish Creek Civic Association’s event request for the days and items as discussed.  Motion carried unanimously.  It was moved by Skare and seconded by Sohns to approve the temporary beer/wine license for the event.  Motion carried unanimously.    

Special Event Request – Door County Half Marathon:   Bob Spielman stood in for Brian Fitzgerald and requested 2 banners for the event on May 7th in Peninsula State Park.   It was moved by Skare and seconded by Stubenvoll to approve the banner and special event as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Special Event Request – Door County Plein Air Festival:  Cathy Hoke-Gonzales requested 2 banners be allowed from Monday July 11th until the 25th.  Banners are to be placed outside the art school and the other on the Cohn property.  A temporary beer and wine permit was requested for July 22nd and 23rd 6-9 p.m. at the Peninsula School of Art.  Use of Clark Park on July 23rd from 6 a.m. – 4:30 p.m. was requested with a 40 x 60 tent to be put up on Friday July 21st.  Only hot dogs and soda will be served on Saturday.  Hoke-Gonzales was directed to contact Digger’s Hotline and the Maintenance Department regarding the tent.  It was moved by Hackbarth and seconded by Stubenvoll to grant the event request as presented as discussed.  Motion carried unanimously.  It was moved by Hackbarth and seconded by Stubenvoll to approve the temporary beer and wine license as requested.  Motion carried unanimously.
Three Parks & Lands Committee Term Appointments:   Letters of continued interest were received by Mike Ashley, Laurie Buske and Brian Hackbarth.  It was moved by Sohns and seconded by Stubenvoll to reappoint Ashley, Buske and Hackbarth for a 2-year term ending May 2013.  Motion carried with Hackbarth abstaining.  
Approve Road Review and Work:  Brian Merkel detailed the 2011 road review and construction estimates.   He recommended resurfacing projects #2, 6, 12 and 13 and rubberized crack sealing all of Peninsula Players Road and Shady Lane.  Prices on rubberized crack sealing are estimates. It was moved by Skare and seconded by Hackbarth to pave #2, 6, 12 and 13 at a cost of $130,241 and crack sealing Peninsula Players Road and Shady Lane at an estimated $26,029. Motion carried unanimously.
2011 FAA AIP Terms and Conditions Approval:  Jon Neville reviewed the changes on the FAA AIP Terms and Conditions.  It was moved by Stubenvoll and seconded by Sohns to approve the 2011 FAA AIP Terms and Conditions.  Motion carried unanimously.

Petition for Zoning Amendment – Map Charles Pelletier, Rezone 15’ Strip of Parcel # 014-02-27312732A From Heartland 3.5 Zoning District to General Commercial:  Linda Merline presented an overview of the petition for zoning amendment and the Plan Commission’s hearing recommendation. Speculation on what might happen is not the question; only the relevant facts regarding a rezoning are to be considered.  The parcel is between 2 general commercial properties, if rezoned it would conform to the overriding good, it is common to have multiple zoning categories on a single parcel and the rezoning complies with the Gibraltar Comprehensive Plan.  It was moved by Skare and seconded by Hackbarth to support the Petition for Zoning Amendment – Map, Charles Pelletier, Rezone 15’ Strip of Parcel # 014-02-27312732A From Heartland 3.5 Zoning District to General Commercial.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Municipal Cleaning Service Staffing/subcontracting Consideration:  Beth Hagen recommended Lakeshore Deep Cleaning be allowed to complete the previously contracted cleaning for 2011 with Linda Kirwan.  It was moved by Skare and seconded by Sohns to engage the services of LakeShore Deep Cleaning for 2011.  Motion carried unanimously. 
Fish Creek Scenic Boat Tours Signage:    Tom Lardinois requested a logo (sign) on the gable ends of the building; total of 11 square feet and no illumination.  It was moved by Skare and seconded by Hackbarth to approve the logo of Fish Creek LLC.  Motion carried unanimously.  Also requested are 10” letters on the side of the Quo Vadis “FISH CREEK SCENIC BOAT TOURS”.  It was moved by Hackbarth and seconded by Stubenvoll to approve the boat lettering.  Motion carried unanimously.  A 12” x 18” “FCSBT Parking Only” sign in addition to the current signs at the Retreat lot was requested, no additional posts will be used.  It was moved by Sohns and seconded by Stubenvoll to allow the parking sign to be place at the Retreat lot as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Payment of Bills:  It was moved by Sohns and seconded by Hackbarth to pay the bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Adjourn:  It was moved by Stubenvoll and seconded by Skare to adjourn.  Motion carried unanimously and the meeting adjourned at 9:07 p.m.
