Call to Order:  The regular meeting of the Ephraim-Gibraltar Airport Commission was called to order at 11:03 a.m. by Myrv Somerhalder, chairman.

Members present:  Myrv Somerhalder, Jon Neville, Don Freix and Marty Franke

Members absent:  Mike McCutcheon and Arvid Munson
Minutes:  It was moved by Neville and seconded by Freix to approve the minutes of June 16, 2011 as presented.  Motion carried.
Master Plan:  Aaron Stewart detailed airplane design groups and airport categories that define airport limitations.  Whatever size aircraft you choose to accommodate that is what you design for and must follow all the FAA rules for.  The grass runway is designed for an aircraft wingspan of 49’ and less.  The primary runway if designed for Design Group 2 would be a little larger than the current ALP (Airport Layout Plan).  Group B has speeds up to 121 knots.  Our current runway is 60’ wide (Design Group 1).  Design Group 2 has a runway width of 75’ and 250’ from the center line of the runway to the centerline of the taxiway.  The increased width can be drawn onto the ALP.  An ALP is a wish list.  Whatever is shown on the ALP does not have to be built.  A balance point needs to be met between what gets shown on an ALP.  An ALP can be updated so there is a less is more approach to the master plan and is less inflammatory to the public looking at the ALP.  The FAA and state require a minimum of 250 operations to justify an expansion.  The airport must show purpose and need for projects.  Residents, safety and regulations are taken into consideration in making any decisions for the airport.  

GA entitlements can go toward planning and feasibility studies for cost benefit analysis.  

If acreage to the north of the existing hangars were acquired it would provide a more cost effective location for approximately 20 hangars and additional tie down area.  It would also increase the safety and utility of the paved runway allowing for additional access.   
Low impact maximization in the current option shown is for a runway 3500’.  Runway protection zone should be purchased per the FAA.  Ultimate runway protection zone could be altered to avoid going across the road.  The shift allows a parallel taxiway to be added.  Stewart noted the current grass runway is 1955’; the ALP shows the runway at 2324’.  The cones on the north end of the runway may have been moved.  Stewart will verify where the cones should be located.  The cones on the south end are in the correct place.  
Somerhalder questioned the reason not having south end access to hangars in the center section with an access drive off Maple Grove Road.  Stewart will check.  

AV Fuel and Sales Update:  There are approximately 4800 gallons in the tank.  AV fuel gallons sold are down 8 gallons from the same period last year.  
Airport Report:    The year-to-date income and expenses were reviewed.  The next scheduled meeting is August 18th at 7:00 p.m. 

Public Comment:  None

Adjourn:  It was moved by Freix and seconded by Franke to adjourn.  Motion carried unanimously and the meeting adjourned at 12:20 p.m.
