Call to Order:  Brian Merkel, chairman, called the regular monthly meeting to order at 7: 10 p.m.

Board Members Present:  Brian Merkel, Dick Skare, Steve Sohns, Brian Hackbarth and Karl Stubenvoll  

Approval of Minutes:  It was moved by Hackbarth and seconded by Stubenvoll to approve the minutes of the July 6, 2011 meeting as corrected.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Committee Reports:

Parks and Lands Committee:  Brian Hackbarth stated donations of a bench and art profits were accepted.
Fire Department:   Jon Stahl reported 15 calls for the month of July which included 5 water related calls. 
First Responders:  Jayson Merkel reported 21 calls for the month of July.  
Airport Commission:  Myrv Somerhalder stated the Commission met with Omnni Associates and the Bureau of Aeronautics regarding the master plan.         

Noble House:  No report. 
Harbor Commission:   No report. 
Watershed:  No report.
Room Tax:   Skare stated the Commission met in executive session.  The indication is that numbers are down slightly and may flatten by year’s end.
Plan Commission:  No report.
Chairman’s Report:  Brian Merkel stated a public hearing was held and approved the 20.31 acre land acquisition.  Resurfacing projects will begin in September; October is slated for road brushing and roofing the CI Lighthouse.
Public Comment:   Mitch Larson spoke in favor of the Door County Planning parking text amendment.  Terry Bolland agreed with Larson’s comments and urged to Town Board to support the amendment.  Cindy Zigmund spoke regarding the creation of a heavy traffic route and safety issues on Spring Road. Linda Laarman concurred with Mrs. Zigmund and added the need for additional enforcement and signage.     
Agenda Items: 
Special Event Request: Fish Creek Seventh Day Adventist Church September 10, 2011 Use of Noble Square, Power and Chairs for Gospel Concert:  Polly Kuehn stated the event would be from  4-6 p.m. on September 10th  in Noble Square Park. Chairs from the rear Town Hall were requested. Electrical cords can be run from the Education Center.  It was moved by Hackbarth and seconded by Stubenvoll to approve the request as submitted.  Motion carried. 
Special Event Request:  Top of the Hill Shops “A Taste of the Top” September 24, 2011Temporary Beer & Wine License and Banner:  Cindy Gavin requested a temporary beer and wine license,  3’ x 8’ banner by their Hwy 42 sign 2 weeks before the event.  The Knights of Columbus selling beer only and parking is to be limited to one side of the road.  It was noted that wine sales would not be made by the Knights of Columbus.  Wine tasting will be available at Lagniappe.  It was moved by Sohns and seconded by Stubenvoll to approve the event request with the east side of Spring Road restricted to no parking the full width of the property.  Motion carried.  It was moved by Hackbarth and seconded by Stubenvoll to approve a temporary beer license for September 24, 2011.  Motion carried.  
Special Event Request – MS Society September 23-25, 2011 Use of Clark Park, Banner and Tent– Brian Fitzgerald: Brian Fitzgerald requested the use of Clark Park for the start of Day 1.  A 2.5’ x 7’ banner, staging music and 3 reserved parking spaces on the west side of the park were requested. Take down will be by 8:45 a.m...    It was moved by Hackbarth and seconded by Skare to approve the request with the addition of music and reserved parking spaces.  Motion carried.
Right of First Refusal on Sale of Hangar D-3:  Richard Emmert requested the town to refuse its first right of refusal on the sale of hangar D-3. The hangar sale price is $60,000.  It was moved by Merkel and seconded by Hackbarth to refuse the right to purchase Hangar D-3.  Motion carried.  
Approval Sale of Hangar D-3 to Keith Kocourek:  Richard Emmert has an offer to purchase Hangar D-3 to Keith Kocourek for $60,000.  It was moved by Sohns and seconded by Stubenvoll to approve the lease to Keith Kocourek.  Motion carried.
Set Date for 2012 Budget Workshop & Hearings:  It was moved by Merkel and seconded by Stubenvoll to schedule the budget workshops and hearings for Tuesday, September 27th and October 4th at 6:30 p.m.  The anticipated budget publication date will be October15th with a Special Meeting of the Electors scheduled for Wednesday, November 2nd  at 6:30 p.m.  Motion carried.  All budget workshops, hearings and special meeting of the elector will be held at the Gibraltar Town Center Board Meeting Room at 6:30 p.m.  
Advertise for Sanitary District Commissioner Expiring Term:  Merkel stated that in September Ron Merkel, Chairman of the Fish Creek Sanitary District #1 Board of Commissioners will not be seeking reappointment to the board.  It was moved by Stubenvoll and seconded by Skare to advertise for the opening as presented.  Motion carried.  
Disposition of 1974 Dodge Brush Truck:  Chief Stahl asked that the truck be allowed to be moved to Chambers Island citing the need for a back up truck or additional resource for the island.  The truck did not meet pump output certification.  The board questioned liability issues and storage space for the vehicle.  It was moved by Hackbarth and seconded by Skare to sell the 1974 Brush Truck by the same means as the previous truck (Wisconsin Surplus Auction – online). Motion carried.
Approve 2011-2012 Operators Licenses:  Operators licenses for approval were Stephanie Farah, Margaret Manahan and Gary Chamberlain.  It was moved by Sohns and seconded by Stubenvoll to approve the 2011-2012 Operators licenses as presented.  Motion carried.
Designation of Heavy Traffic Route:  Hagen stated the agenda item stemmed from questions on weight limits and heavy truck traffic on Spring Road.  Attorney Nina Martel recommended the exploration of designating a heavy traffic route.  It was moved by Hackbarth and seconded by Skare to send the agenda item to the Plan Commission for their August meeting.  Motion carried.
Petition for Zoning Text Amendment - Door County Resource Planning Committee 
Chapter 7, Parking, Loading, and Access Requirements:  Linda Merline presented the recommendation from the Plan Commission.
Questions on core and non core areas and a legal opinion on conflict of interest were expressed.  It was moved by Stubenvoll and seconded by Skare to table to pursue written legal opinion from Grant Thomas and a map from County Planning for a special meeting.  Motion carried.  
Petition for Zoning Text Amendment - Door County Resource Planning Committee 
Chapters 3 and 13, in order to allow for the establishment of alleys:  Linda Merline presented the recommendation from the Plan Commission.  It was moved by Skare and seconded by Sohns to support the Petition for Zoning Text Amendment – Door County Resource Planning Committee Chapters 3 and 13 in order to allow for the establishment of alleys.  Motion carried.
Petition for Zoning Amendment - Door County Resource Planning Committee Amendment to the Door County Land Division Ordinance:  Linda Merline presented the recommendation from the Plan Commission.  It was moved by Hackbarth and seconded by Skare to support the Petition for Zoning Amendment – Door County Resource Planning Committee Amendment to the Door County Land Division Ordinance.  Motion carried.
Resolution No. 2011-05 Supporting the Continued Funding of the Peninsular Agricultural Research Station:  Chairman Merkel read Resolution No. 2011-05.  It was moved by Skare and seconded by Stubenvoll to adopt Resolution No. 2011-05.  Motion carried.
Advertise for Expiring Ephraim-Gibraltar Airport Commission Term:  It was moved by Stubenvoll and seconded by Hackbarth to advertise as submitted.  Motion carried.
Payment of Bills:  It was moved by Skare and seconded by Sohns to pay the bills as presented with the exclusion of Red Power Diesel.  Motion carried.  

Adjourn:  It was moved by Sohns and seconded by Skare to adjourn.  Motion carried and the meeting adjourned at 9:22 p.m.
