Call to order: The regular meeting of the Gibraltar Plan Commission was called to order at 7:01 p.m. by Linda Merline, chairman.

Roll Call/Quorum:  Chairman Merline stated that a quorum of the Commission was present.

Members present: Linda Merlin, Britt Unkefer, Brian Hackbarth and Tom Blackwood
 Andy Coulson arrived at 7:10
Proper Notice/Adopt Agenda:  Merline verified the agenda had been properly noticed.  It was moved by Hackbarth and seconded by Unkefer to adopt the agenda as posted.  Motion carried.

Approve minutes of last meeting: It was moved by Hackbarth and seconded by Blackwood to approve the minutes of August 23, 2011 as revised. Motion carried.
Petition for Grant of Variance:  John J. Mantione and Vicki L. Mantione Revocable Trust U/T/A dated June 21, 2002 Parcel No. 014-03-04312621 Section 3.02(3) (b) of the Door County Zoning Ordinance which requires new parcels be at least 350’ wide along the ordinary high watermark:  Hagen stated the petition has been withdrawn by the petitioners. 

Designation of Heavy Traffic Route:  It was moved by Hackbarth and seconded by Blackwood to remove from the table.  Motion carried.  Hackbarth stated our Police officer is monitoring traffic on Spring Road; the Door County Sheriff’s Department is also adding to Officer Crowell’s statistics. Merline stated the options are to designate a heavy truck route by exclusion, post Spring Road specifically for weight limits or table for additional information.  Blackwood stated that the ordinance directs to create a route.  Laarman reiterated the status of Spring Road as a local road vs. a connector road and disagrees with the interpretation of the ordinance by the town attorney.  Coulson recommended looking at a local map, input from the companies; get Officer Crowell’s report and making a recommendation after looking at all the information.  What is Spring Road designed for?  It was moved by Coulson and seconded by Hackbarth to table to the next regular meeting.  Motion carried. 
Future Public Parking:  Coulson stated conceptual design proposals were received. Baudhuin site recognizance $600 and $900 prepare a concept design and cost estimate prepared.
Omnni $1,000.  Blackwood preferred the Baudhuin proposal to walk the site giving additional information that is preferred.  Both same except walk the property and ballpark cost by Baudhuin.  It was moved by Blackwood and seconded by Unkefer to engage Baudhuin Inc. for a conceptual parking design.  Motion carried with Hackbarth opposed.  Hackbarth is not opposed to the project only to the vendor choice.
Committee Reports:


Chair:  Merline stated the County Planning Department is having education discussion and updates on September 29, at 5:30 p.m. at the Government Center.  

Maps:  Nothing to report.

Updates on Parks & Lands and Bike Path: Nothing to report.  

Public Power:  Hackbarth stated 2 other communities outside the state have moved forward with a public power option.  A current request to the power commission is 7.2% increase.

Surface and Groundwater Protection: Merline has been contacted by DCEC if the town of Gibraltar would be interested in participating in the UW-Stevens Point well water testing program as was done in Liberty Grove.  The Commission was not opposed to listening to DCEC’s proposal.

Public Parking:  Nothing to report.

Attainable Housing: A discussion will be placed on a future agenda.
Public Comment: None at this time.
Set the Next Meeting Date: The next scheduled regular meeting is October 25, 2011.
Adjourn: It was moved by Coulson and seconded by Unkefer to adjourn. Motion carried and the meeting adjourned at 8:29 p.m.
