Call to Order: Brian Hackbarth called the meeting to order at 8:09 a.m.

Members Present:  Brian Hackbarth, Renny Lea, Mike Ashley, and Laurie Buske.  Jayson Merkel was absent.  
Approve of the Minutes:  It was moved by Laurie and seconded by Renny to approve the minutes of the previous meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.
Town Hall Garden Review:  Jayson and Laurie are the committee members working on the planning of the Town Hall garden.  Laurie distributed a list of possible flowers for the Town Hall garden.  Laurie plans to develop a map of the proposed plantings by each season.   

Invasive Species Update:  Renny Lea has been working on the Invasive Species program.  Renny has talked with Bob Bultman and is eager to work with us.  It is planned to have Bob speak to our committee at the April 20th meeting at 9:00 a.m.  Renny had several news articles regarding invasive species programs.  A program regarding Door County’s oldest trees is scheduled for November of this year at the Gibraltar Hall tentatively.  Laurie suggested trying to obtain how many trees of each species are in each park to help planning replacements.    
Sailor Sam’s Wall Repair and Drainage:  Tim stated that a poured wall with tie-rods is the only way to go.  The trees and plantings will need to be removed along with the fill.  The present wall removed.  A pour wall installed allowing for room for a facing of stone on the poured wall.  Tim will obtain proposals for this work to be done in 2011.    

Fish Creek Public Beach Wall Repair and Drainage:  Tim Biwer had reported that the drainage from the north end of the parking lot at the Fish Creek Public Beach will have enough drainage (18 inches of drainage with a 12 inches pipe) to allow a culvert pipe to the existing culvert pipe on the west side of the beach.  Brian Merkel stated that the Lakebed issue delineating a bulkhead line should be investigated prior to the drainage issue.  Tim will check on different bids for the drainage pipe installation.  
Open Discussion:  Brian mentioned a tree in Fish Creek Park that has split and needs to be taken down.  Tim will remove the debris at Julie’s from the sidewalk repair.  Brian Merkel mentioned recycling containers as the Harbor Commission is interested in having some installed on the dock and Clark Park.      
Laurie mentioned the tree audit and the tree maps and maps of flower beds be added to the five-year plan for continuity.  

There will be no March meeting, so the next meeting will be held on Tuesday, April 20, 2010.

Adjourn:  It was moved by Mike and seconded by Laurie to adjourn.  Motion carried unanimously and the meeting adjourned at 9:06 a.m.
