CALL TO ORDER:  Merrell Runquist, chairman, called the regular monthly meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

MEMBERS PRESENT:  Board members present were Merrell Runquist, Dick Skare, Myrv Somerhalder, Brian Merkel and Steve Sohns.      

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Somerhalder to approve the minutes of the December 6, 2009 meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.   

REPORTS:

PARKS AND LANDS COMMITTEE:  Brian Hackbarth reported the committee did not meet in December but will have their January meeting on Tuesday, January 9th.  
ORDINANCES:  Sharon Kellner had nothing to report.  
FIRE DEPARTMENT:  Steve Sohns reported 4 calls for December.    

FIRST RESPONDERS:  Steve Sohns reported 2 calls for December.    

AIRPORT COMMISSION:  Mr. Somerhalder reported the beacon is not revolving and the repair will be done tomorrow.  The plowing of the runway is an excellent job.   
NOBLE HOUSE:  No report at this time.  
HARBOR COMMISSION:  Brian Merkel had nothing to report at this time.    

WATERSHED:  There was no report at this time.  

ROOM TAX:  Bill Weddig reported the Tourism Zone Commission met in December and reviewed the income for October.  To date tourism was down about 5.5% in the month of October.  For 2009 through September tourism was down a total of .6%.   Money collected from fines and interest will be used for legal fees to try to collect delinquencies.  
LAW ENFORCEMENT:  Mr. Merkel reported a new radar and taser were purchased.  
PLAN COMMISSION:  Linda Merline reported the Plan Commission received the Bike Plan draft which will be reviewed at the January meeting next Tuesday.  The Five-Year Review of the Comprehensive Plan will be available at a Public Hearing prior to the Gibraltar Plan Commission meeting.
CHAIR/COUNTY BOARD REPORT:  Merrell Runquist reported there were no County meetings in the month of December.  Two plows were in accidents during snowplowing of 2009.  Resource Planning meeting will be held tomorrow night.  Dick Skare reported on a meeting scheduled for tomorrow in Green Bay regarding the County Assessment Proposal.  
AGENDA ITEMS:  

POLICE COMMITTEE APPOINTMENT:  Only one letter of interest was received and that being  from Mitch Larson whose term is expiring.  It was moved by Mr. Skare and seconded by Mr. Merkel to appoint Mitch Larson for another three-year term.  Motion carried unanimously.  

FISH CREEK CIVIC ASSOCIATION WINTER FESTIVAL CLARK PARK/TOWN HALL AND BEER/WINE LICENSE:  The Fish Creek Civic Association is planning the Winter Festival for February 5 – 7, 2010.  They are requesting the use of Clark Park and the Town Hall with allowing a dumpster and portables on site.  They would like to have the road closed at the end of Spruce Street with banners displayed two weeks prior to the event.  They are also applying for a Temporary Beer/Wine License for this event.  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Somerhalder to approve the Winter Festival at Clark Park, the use of the Town Hall with dumpster and portables on site as was allowed previously.  The maintenance department will be notified to close Maple Street going to the dockhouse and reserve several parking spots on Spruce Street for the event.  Banners will be allowed two weeks prior to the event.  Approve the request for a Temporary Beer/Wine License for this event.  Motion carried unanimously.  No vehicle types will be allowed in Clark Park due to the new sprinkler system.  Placement of the beer wagon must be coordinated with Tim Biwer.  Two banners to be at Noble House and entrance to Peninsula State Park.  Trolley stops will be allowed the same as last year.      

AIRPORT RESOLUTION FOR IMPROVEMENTS:  It was moved by Mr. Somerhalder and seconded by Mr. Sohns to approve Resolution 2010-01 to apply for grant money for the following:

1. That the airport, which it is desired to develop, should generally conform to the requirement for a General Aviation type airport as defined by the Federal Aviation Administration.

2. The character, extent, and kind of improvements desired under the project are as follows:  sealcoat and crackfill airport pavements; prepare master plan for runway reconstruction and hangar area development; update airport layout plan; and any necessary related work.

3. That the airport project, which your petitioner desires to sponsor, is necessary for the following reasons:  to meet the existing and future needs of the airport.

Motion carried unanimously.      

It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Somerhalder to authorize the clerk and chairman to sign the Agency Agreement and Federal Block Grant Owner Assurances.  Motion carried unanimously.  

PAYMENT OF BILLS:  It was moved by Mr. Somerhalder and seconded by Mr. Skare to pay the bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.  

ADJOURN:  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Sohns to adjourn.  Motion carried unanimously and the meeting adjourned at 7:50 p.m.
