REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

CALL TO ORDER:  Merrell Runquist, chairman, called the regular monthly meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.

MEMBERS PRESENT:  Board members present were Merrell Runquist, Dick Skare, Myrv Somerhalder, and Steve Sohns.  Brian Merkel was excused absent.          

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  It was moved by Mr. Sohns and seconded by Mr. Somerhalder to approve the minutes of the February 3, 2010 meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.   

REPORTS:
PARKS AND LANDS COMMITTEE:  Brian Hackbarth reported the committee met this past month and discussed garden planting for spring.  The Maintenance Department will be cutting trees in Sunset Park this month.  Bob Bultman will be doing a presentation on invasive species at the April 20th meeting at 9:30 a.m.  A drain problem in the parking lot at the public beach is being studied.     
ORDINANCES:  Sharon Kellner had nothing to report.  
FIRE DEPARTMENT:  Jon Stahl reported 5 calls for February.  Ice rescue was ready to assist a stranded person on the ice, but the Coast Guard responded just ahead of our rescue team.  To be an active fire fighter you have to be 18 years of age, but there are several students interested in the explorer program.  The Firemen’s Breakfast, held during Winter Festival made a profit of $1,400.    
FIRST RESPONDERS:  Jayson Merkel reported 4 calls for February making 14 for the year.  The Crew Cab truck will need some equipment and this will be done with the profit from the Firemen’s Breakfast.    
AIRPORT COMMISSION:  Mr. Somerhalder reported the airport commission is reviewing the master plan and location of more hangars.  The commission decided to table the issue until next year.  They are checking out companies for rental cars at the airport.  Mr. Runquist reported the airport ended the year 2009 in the black for the first time.   

NOBLE HOUSE:  Eunice Rutherford reported Heritage Day information and the schedule of events for the 2010 season.  Events will be free but donation boxes will be available.  GHA is working on revising their by-laws.        

 HARBOR COMMISSION:  No report was available.     

WATERSHED:  No report was available.
ROOM TAX:  Bill Weddig reported the Tourism Zone Commission met at the Gibraltar Fire Station to close out the books for 2009, down .5% from 2008.  Delinquent accounts will cover this shortage.  Gibraltar brought in the most room tax for a community in Door County.  
LAW ENFORCEMENT:  No report was available.
PLAN COMMISSION:  Linda Merline reported the Plan Commission heard the Kinsey Petition for Grant of Variance and discussed commission goals for 2010.  
CHAIR/COUNTY BOARD REPORT:  Merrell Runquist reported tomorrow night is the meeting at the RPC for the Rack issue.  Door County is starting to work on the 2011 budget.  Last Thursday evening Mr. Runquist and Mr. Sohns attended a meeting in Liberty Grove about forming a joint fire district in northern Door County.  This will be an ongoing issue with the next meeting on February 29th.    
AGENDA ITEMS: 
SPECIAL EVENT REQUEST – BLOSSOMBERG CEMETERY – FRIENDS OF PEN PARK/DNR FOR USE OF CEMETERY AUGUST 3, 2010:  It was moved by Mr. Skare and seconded by Mr. Somerhalder to table this issue as no representative was present.  Motion carried unanimously.  
SPECIAL EVENT REQUEST – VENDOR FAIR AT ENGLISH INN ON JULY 17TH AND OCTOBER 23RD:  Kelly Taves called to request this item be tabled as she cannot make the meeting.  
SPECIAL EVENT REQUEST – BICYCLE CENTURY BY SEAN RYAN:  Sean Ryan is requesting permission to conduct part of the Door County Century Bicycle Ride through downtown Fish Creek.  Mr. Ryan described the course through the County with the event being the weekend after Labor Day in September.  The route in Gibraltar will be Cottage Row Road, taking Hwy 42 through to Peninsula State Park.  An officer directing traffic will be needed at the main intersection of Fish Creek using either the Gibraltar Town Officer or a Sheriff’s Reserve.  This is not a race and all the riders are traveling the same direction.  Very few riders will be children in the Gibraltar area, as families with children will usually do the 30 mile route which doesn’t extend to Gibraltar.  A crew of six officers or responders will be needed at the hairpin turn on Cottage Row Road.  Officer assistance will also be needed at the intersection entering Peninsula State Park.  It was moved by Mr. Somerhalder and seconded by Mr. Sohns to endorse this special event request with the use of officers directing traffic and cyclists as described above.  Motion carried unanimously.  The Town Officer and any First Responders will be reimbursed for their time.        
PETITION FOR GRANT OF VARIANCE – CHARLES KINSEY PARCEL 014-39-1301B:  Linda Merline reported the Plan Commission voted to recommend the town board support the Petition for Grant of Variance by Charles Kinsey.  Each Petition for Grant of Variance is decided on the individual basis.  It was moved by Mr. Skare and seconded by Mr. Somerhalder to support this petition for grant of variance by Charles Kinsey.  Motion carried unanimously.  
OPEN POSITION ON GIBRALTAR PLAN COMMISSION:  Merrell Runquist announced that he has appointed John Britt Unkefer as the new member to the Plan Commission.  
ANNEXATION TO SANITARY DISTRICT #1:  The public hearing that was to precede this meeting was canceled due to a mistake in the posting of the hearing.  
PENDING SALE OF HANGARS:


GEORGE REYNOLDS:  George Reynolds is selling his hangar (A-3) to Dave Burke.  It was moved by Mr. Skare and seconded by Mr. Sohns to waive the first right of refusal and approve the sale of the Reynolds hangar to Dave Burke.  Motion carried unanimously.

WILLIAM MILES:  Bill Miles would like to sell his hangar and needs the first right of refusal waived by the Town of Gibraltar.  It was moved by Mr. Sohns and seconded by Mr. Somerhalder to waive the first right of refusal for the Bill Miles’ hangar.  Motion carried unanimously.  
PAYMENT OF BILLS:  It was moved by Mr. Somerhalder and seconded by Mr. Skare to pay the bills as presented except the bill from the Bike Federation.  Motion carried unanimously.  

ADJOURN:  It was moved by Mr. Sohns and seconded by Mr. Skare to adjourn.  Motion carried unanimously and the meeting adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
