REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

CALL TO ORDER:  Merrell Runquist, chairman, called the regular monthly meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

MEMBERS PRESENT:  Board members present were Merrell Runquist, Dick Skare, Brian Hackbarth, 
and Steve Sohns.  Brian Merkel was excused absent.              

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  It was moved by Mr. Skare and seconded by Mr. Sohns to approve the minutes of the April 7, 2010 meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.   

REPORTS:
PARKS AND LANDS COMMITTEE:   Brian Hackbarth reported Bob Bultman presented a program on the Invasive Species to the members of the Parks and Lands Committee.  The committee discussed water runoff at the public beach and flowers to be planted in the village area.  
ORDINANCES:  Sharon Kellner had nothing to report on ordinances.  Mr. Runquist spoke on the “new view” on the Fish Creek hill.  The signs regarding this view were installed by the WDOT.  
FIRE DEPARTMENT:  Jon Stahl reported 10 calls for April which brings the total to 25 for the year.  The Fire Department secured the airport while the Eagle Three helicopter loaded a patient.  Jon Stahl and Mike Mittermann attended a Fire Department Conference this past month.  The conference showed how modern furniture burns faster than older furniture as the new is more petroleum based.  Merrell Runquist asked if it would be possible to have Chris Hecht present his power point program to a Gibraltar Town Board meeting.  The small fire truck is back on Chambers Island.  
FIRST RESPONDERS:  Jayson Merkel reported 8 calls for April.  The NIMS program requirements are up to date.  State licensing is also up to date.  
AIRPORT COMMISSION:  Mr. Somerhalder reported the airport purchased approximately 4,000 gallons of AV gas to start the season.  The airport commission is reviewing the Height Ordinance and having the County review it.  An appeals committee will be needed for the Height Ordinance.  Windmills should be considered when reviewing the Height Restriction Ordinance.  Staffing the airport will start the middle of May.  The EPA will start a study on leaded gas as it is used by planes.  AV gas is a low leaded gas.  A rental car was based at the airport from Witt Ford.  The extra volleyball court will be installed shortly.  
NOBLE HOUSE:  Eunice Rutherford reported May 11 will be the first Gibraltar Talks Program at 7:30 p.m. at the Historic Town Hall.  The Wild Tomato will be selling pizzas through May as Donation Creation Program with $1 from every pizza sold donated to the GHA.  The GHA benefit dinner will be held on June 6th and Mr. Tom Young of Gibraltar Grill is donating the food and services.  
 HARBOR COMMISSION:  No report was available.
WATERSHED:  No report was available.
ROOM TAX:  Mr. Skare reported minor year-end items are being discussed.    
LAW ENFORCEMENT:  No report at this time.
PLAN COMMISSION:  Linda Merline reported the Plan Commission heard a presentation regarding the soils in Door County from Chris Olson and also regarding the different private sewer systems and their problems and failures.  In mound systems there is a filter in the system that needs to be cleaned approximately every six months.  Village Commercial set-backs were discussed but recommended they remain as they are for the present.  
CHAIR/COUNTY BOARD REPORT:  Merrell Runquist reported the road review was completed for the Town of Gibraltar.  Paving will be starting within the next week to ten days.  The County Board had their re-organization meeting this past week.  Mr. Runquist remained on the same committees as last term.
AGENDA ITEMS: 
DAN DOERR REQUEST FOR PARING RESTRICTION FOR ONE SIDE OF ROAD ON JUNE 26TH:  Tim Higgenbotham representing Mr. Doerr is requesting permission to restrict parking on the east side of Cottage Row Road (350’ on each side of his driveway from 6 p.m. to 6 a.m.) on June 26, 2010 due to a large party.  It was moved by Mr. Skare and seconded by Mr. Hackbarth to approve the restrictive parking on Cottage Row Road with Mr. Doerr responsible for the cost for installation and removal of the signs.  Motion carried unanimously.    
REQUESTING PERMISSION TO BUILD COMMUNICATION TOWER TO EXCEED EPHRAIM-GIBRALTAR AIRPORT HEIGHT RESTRICTION ORDINANCE:  The Town of Gibraltar received a notice that there is a proposed 420’ AGL tower approximately 16,000 feet southeast of the nearest runway at the Ephraim-Gibraltar Airport.  The Town of Gibraltar has a Height Restriction Ordinance limiting height to 350’.  Myrv Somerhalder stated the communication tower is at the end of Meadow Road within the three-mile radius of coverage.  The Airport Commission unanimously voted to deny the FAA Case No. 10-AGL-1055-OE-Proposed 420’ AGL tower in Baileys Harbor.  This will need to be acted on by the Village of Ephraim.  It was moved by Mr. Hackbarth and seconded by Mr. Sohns to deny permission to build a communication tower at the present location.  Motion carried unanimously.  
SPECIAL EVENT REQUEST – HAIRPIN 5K RUN/WALK:  Vinni Chomeau requested permission to hold the Hairpin 5K Run/Walk on July 4th, with registration available at the historic town hall on Friday, July 3rd.  It was moved by Mr. Skare and seconded by Mr. Sohns to approve the special event request as requested.  Motion carried unanimously.  The Gibraltar and County First Responders will assist.  Vinni will check with the Sheriff’s Department and Gibraltar Law Enforcement regarding assistance in closing the roads from 8:00 a.m. until 9:30 a.m. on July 4th.  
SPECIAL EVENT REQUEST – FIRE WORK S& FESTIVAL JULY 4:  Brian Hackbarth requested permission to hold the fireworks and festival again at Clark Park with the use of the dock and harbor for a barge on which the fireworks will be ignited.  This festival will include music and sales.  Portables will be provided, along with a dumpster located behind the historic town hall.  The Coast Guard will provide assistance, along with the usual assistance of the town officer, fire department and first responders.  It was moved by Mr. Sohns and seconded by Mr. Skare to approve of the special event request, music and sales, two canopies, signage a week prior to the event.  Motion carried with three in favor and Hackbarth abstaining.  It was moved by Mr. Sohns and seconded by Mr. Skare to approve the fireworks permit subject to the approval of the Harbor Commission.  Motion carried with three in favor and Hackbarth abstaining.    Banner request is for one week prior to the event at the Noble House and Peninsula Park.  It was moved by Mr. Skare and seconded by Mr. Sohns to approve the request for a temporary beer/wine license for this event from 4 p.m. to 9:30 p.m.  Motion carried with three in favor and Hackbarth abstaining.  Banners advertising alcohol are not allowed for this event.  
REMOVE FROM TABLE – SPECIAL EVENT REQUEST FRIENDS OF PENINSULA PARK/DNR – USE OF BLOSSOMBERG CEMETERY:  It was moved by Mr. Skare and seconded by Mr. Hackbarth to remove this issue from table.  Motion carried unanimously.  Kathleen Harris is requesting permission to again hold the “Talking Tombstones” in Blossomberg Cemetery on August 3rd.  The previous request for this was for a two year period.  It was moved by Mr. Hackbarth and seconded by Mr. Sohns to approve this request again for a two-year period, being the first Tuesday of August.  Motion carried unanimously.  
PARKS AND LANDS COMMITTEE REQUEST TO HAVE REPAIR DONE OF STONE WALL AT SAILOR SAM’S:  Brian Hackbarth reported that an estimate of $7,875 was received from Hockers Concrete Inc. for the excavation, move the wall back so the snow blower can be used; the setback for the stone is the recommendation from Hockers; no fake stone is to be used; proceed after fall festival and finish by Thanksgiving.  Brian reported the rebar goes to the curb which holds the wall. There will be a four-foot frost wall; additional plate anchors for the 120 linear feet.  It is to be verified that this is in the town right of way.  It was moved by Mr. Hackbarth and seconded by Mr. Skare to accept Mr. Hocker’s proposal in the amount of $7,875 with payment to be made in the beginning of 2011.  Motion carried unanimously.  
APPOINT TWO TERMS ON PARKS & LANDS COMMITTEE:    It was moved by Mr. Runquist and seconded by Mr. Sohns to reappoint Jayson Merkel and Renny Lea to the Parks and Lands Committee.  Motion carried unanimously.  
DOOR COUNTY VISITOR BUREAU REGARDING “VISITOR INFORMATION” SIGNS:  Mr. Bruce Hill is requesting permission for the Door County Visitor Bureau to place their “Visitor Information” signs which are blue wave signs in place of the existing visitor centers and various kiosks.  Runquist stated the new signs must meet Gibraltar overlay standards such as; they must be made to look like wood or be wood; and not exceed 24 sq feet.  The Town of Gibraltar would have the final say on the signs.  Mr. Hill will submit the final plans to the clerk for inclusion in the June board packet.  It was moved by Mr. Sohns and seconded by Mr. Skare to have Mr. Hill proceed with the design (one for the kiosk and one for the information center, submit the plans to the clerk for presentation at the June board meeting.  Motion carried unanimously. 
LAW ENFORCEMENT MANUAL UPDATE TO INCLUDE TASER PROCEDURES:  It was moved by Mr. Skare and seconded by Mr. Hackbarth to adopt the revision of Chapter IX of the Gibraltar Law Enforcement Manual to include the procedures for use of the taser.  Motion carried unanimously.  
USE OF FIRE TRUCK TO ADVERTISE HERITAGE DAYS:  Jon Stahl reported that the large fire truck at Chamber Island is a 1959 Ford and it was discovered this spring the pump is destroyed from the rust in the steel tank.  Total repair of this damage is estimated at approximately $2,200 if they don’t sandblast a hole through the tank and have to re-weld it.  Jon Stahl and Jayson Merkel stated there are some used fire trucks available in Southern Door County that will become available, plus those advertised in the WTA newsletter.  It was moved by Mr. Sohns and seconded by Mr. Hackbarth to authorize John Stahl to purchase a fire truck not to exceed $3,000.  Motion carried unanimously.  

USE OF FIRE TRUCK TO ADVERTISE HERITAGE DAYS:  GHA
 is requesting permission to use Engine 7 or this old CI truck to place the banner in town’s right of way by Sonny’s from June 6 to the 12th   advertising the Roaring Firehouse dance.  It was moved by Mr. Sohns and seconded by Mr. Skare to allow a temporary banner to be placed on the old fire truck on June 11 and 12 not to exceed 24 sq ft.  Motion carried unanimously.  
ROAD REVIEW/WORK:  It was moved by Mr. Skare and seconded by Mr. Hackbarth to approve the road work listed below.  Motion carried unanimously.  
1).
Juddville Road (West) 241’ 20’ wide 1.5” compacted hot mix asphalt, tack, grind joint at starting point, shoulder $4,300.

2).
White Cliff Road, 4026’ 20’ wide, 1.5” compacted hot mix asphalt, tack, grind joint start, end and driveways, shoulder 57,000.

3).
Regrade South spur of Whitecliff Road $250.

4).
North spur of Whitecliff Road, 257’ 13’ wide 1.5” compacted hot mix, asphalt tack, grind joint start and driveways, shoulder $3,930.

5).
Island View Road, 1.379’ 18’ wide, 1.5” compacted hot mix asphalt, tack, grind joint, start, end and driveways, shoulder $19,675.

6).
Gibraltar Road, gravel shoulder north side at fire #2984 $820.
7).
Gibraltar Road, near Sugarbush east side gravel, $740.
8).
Peninsula Players Road 59’ 9’ wide 2” compacted hot mix asphalt, tack, taper into parking lot $1,280.
9).
Wandering Road center section, 2823’, 16’ wide, 1.5” compacted hot mix asphalt, tack, grind joint start, end and driveways, shoulder $33,100.
10).
Highland Spur, re-grade, $250.
11).
High Plateau Road 1,207’ 20’wide 1.5” compacted hot mix asphalt, tack, grind joint start, end and driveways, shoulder $19,100. fire #8307

12).
Spring Road from Peninsula Players Road north to Wandering Rd. 1.46 miles, re-shoulder as needed $2,150.
13).
Spruce Park Sidewalk repair, 88’ long, 5’ wide resurface with 1.5” hot mix asphalt $1,600.
PAYMENT OF BILLS:  It was moved by Mr. Skare and seconded by Mr. Sohns to pay the bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.  

ADJOURN:  It was moved by Mr. Hackbarth and seconded by Mr. Skare to adjourn.  Motion carried unanimously and the meeting adjourned at 9:56 p.m.
