Call to Order: Brian Hackbarth called the meeting to order at 8:03 a.m.

Members Present:  Brian Hackbarth, Jayson Merkel, Renny Lea, Laurie Buske, and Mike Ashley.     

Approve of the Minutes:  It was moved by Laurie Buske and seconded by Renny Lea to approve the minutes of the previous meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.

Town Hall Garden Approval – Jayson Merkel and Laurie Buske:  Laurie has been to Sunny Point Gardens and has most of the plants ordered and ready for planting.  Laurie will contact Beth Hagen when she starts plants.  
Windmill Property Clean-Up:  Brian Hackbarth reported a tree was split in half and should be removed at the Windmill property.  Maintenance will be informed to contact Alvin Krause regarding this prior to any cutting.  
Sharon Kellner reported she will check with the insurance to inquire if insurance would pay for the removal of the downed trees in Fish Creek Park.  It was moved by Jayson and seconded by Mike to have Tim hire Jacob Gransee to drop the leaning tree at Fish Creek Park.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Proposal for Drainage at Public Beach – Tim Biwer:  Brian Hackbarth reported that Tim Biwer has contacted Hockers who recommended placing a high velocity drain cover for the drain by the public beach.  Hockers feels this will be a remedy for the runoff at the beach.
Sailor Sam’s Wall Repair:  Brian Hackbarth reported that the Gibraltar Town Board approved the repair of Sailor Sam’s wall with the work being done this fall and payment in 2011.    
Open Discussion:  Laurie mentioned the invasive species presentation was very good and Bob Bultman did an excellent job.  Jayson will develop a list of invasive species for publication and distribution.   Renny Lea presented a draft of a letter to be send to the faith communities regarding invasive species.   Renny will revise one sentence in the second paragraph and submit it to the various faith communities.  
Laurie asked if the property owners across the street from the Town Center could be asked to cut their dead trees.  Not only is it unsafe but does not look the best.  It was reported that this has been mentioned previously to the owners.  
Path around the recreational area at the Ephraim-Gibraltar Airport will be placed on the agenda for next month.  The meeting next month will start at the Airport and resume at the Gibraltar Town Center.  Playground area will also be on next month’s agenda.  Revisit the recyclable issue at next month’s meeting regarding the paper issue from the Post Office.
