REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

CALL TO ORDER:  Merrell Runquist, chairman, called the regular monthly meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

MEMBERS PRESENT:  Board members present were Merrell Runquist, Dick Skare, Brian Merkel, Steve Sohns and Brian Hackbarth.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  It was moved by Mr. Sohns and seconded by Mr. Hackbarth to approve the minutes of the May 5, 2010 meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.   

REPORTS:
PARKS AND LANDS COMMITTEE:   Brian Hackbarth reported all the Marigolds are planted around the village area.  The flowers at the Town Center, Town Hall and Schreiber Garden are also planted.  The rec area at the airport will be reviewed at our next meeting.   
ORDINANCES:  Sharon Kellner had nothing to report on ordinances.  
FIRE DEPARTMENT:  Jon Stahl reported 5 calls for May.  The Fourth Annual Bill Weborg Run was held and was a success.  The fire boats are ready for the season.  Burning will be limited if no rain is received.  Jon is talking with Southern Door regarding the purchase of a tanker.   
FIRST RESPONDERS:  Jayson Merkel reported 9 calls for May.  The First Responders are up to date on NIMS requirements and refresher courses.  
AIRPORT COMMISSION:  Mr. Somerhalder reported the airport had a good Memorial weekend.  The previous weekend airplane rides were given to 47 kids in the Young Eagles Program.  FAA told the company trying to build a tower within the height restriction of our airport that if the tower height was lowered 63 feet they wouldn’t have a problem, but the Town of Gibraltar may still object.   The Village of Ephraim has not given their decision regarding the height restriction.  This will also be presented to the County Zoning Department.  The County would like to have a meeting with the Ephraim/Gibraltar Airport along with the Washington Island Airport.  No decision has been made to date regarding this issue.  
NOBLE HOUSE:  Eunice Rutherford reported the Noble House was open this weekend with business being good.  Programs are ready for the season.  
 HARBOR COMMISSION:  Brian Merkel reported the dock was busy this weekend.  A boat trailer hooked a piece of metal of the ramp by the Quo Vadis which will cause a problem for a while.  Water levels are still very low.  Lake Superior is the lowest it’s been since 1907.  
WATERSHED:  No report was available.
ROOM TAX:  Mr. Skare reported a new schedule of meetings has been developed and enforcement issues are still pending.  Positive comments have been received about the upcoming season.  Sevastopol has passed a Resolution to continue with membership in the Room Tax; other municipalities will also need to proceed with this.   
LAW ENFORCEMENT:  Brian Merkel had nothing new to report.  
PLAN COMMISSION:  Linda Merline was excused absent.     
CHAIR/COUNTY BOARD REPORT:  Merrell Runquist reported the paving will start next week.  Dick Skare requested the top park of the Fish Creek hill be marked to indicate that an intersection is near.  Cars are traveling too fast around the curve to know that the intersection is there, making it difficult for cars to enter onto the highway.

SPECIAL EVENT REQUEST – LAUTENBACH’S ORCHARD COUNTRY:  Lautenbach’s Orchard Country is requesting permission to hold outdoor sales, music, tents and banners at Summer Cherry Harvest Fest on July 24th from 9 to 6 p.m. to hold Fall Harvest Fest on September 25th and to hold their 25th Anniversary Celebration on June 26th.  It was moved by Mr. Sohns and seconded by Mr. Hackbarth to approve the special event requests for outside sales and banners for July 24th and September 25th.  Motion carried with four in favor and Mr. Merkel abstaining. Motion carried with four in favor and Mr. Merkel abstaining.      
ANITQUE SHOW SIGNAGE – AUDREY HANSON:  Eunice Rutherford stated that Audrey Hanson is requesting permission to place a sign at the Noble House and Fish Creek BP Station for five days prior to the Antique Show and be removed the last day of the show.  It was moved by Mr. Skare and seconded by Mr. Merkel to approve the signage.  Motion carried unanimously.  
RESOLUTION TO ADOPT STATE OF PROJECT INTENTIONS 2010 – 2015 AT EPHRAIM-GIBRALTAR AIRPORT:  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Skare to pass Resolution 2010-4 requesting federal and/or state aid for the statement of project intentions for the Ephraim-Gibraltar Airport.  Motion carried unanimously.  
BICYCLE PLAN IMPLEMENTATION COMMITTEE:  It was moved by Mr. Hackbarth and seconded by Mr. Sohns to appoint Greg Stillman and Kenneth Jones to the Bicycle Plan Implementation Committee for two-year terms.  Motion carried unanimously.  Brian Merkel is the chair person for this committee.

It was moved by Mr. Sohns and seconded by Mr. Skare to approve a Class B Beer License to Hands On Studios, Inc.  Motion carried unanimously.  
SURVEY OF POTENTIAL ROAD WORK ON EVERGREEN STREET:  Mr. Lee Telfer was present to explain and describe the survey work done on Evergreen Street.   Highway 42 was surveyed in the 1920’s by Odbert which shows a 66’ right of way.  Typically it is laid on each side of the section line.  Evergreen Street should be 4 rods wide.  However, two parcels next to bicycle shop showed a 50’ road in 1953.  Telfer resurveyed these properties which showed the same 50’ road.  Learning it was a state highway would mean the survey of the two properties was in error.  There is no record of the road transfer from the State to the Town of Gibraltar.  Peninsula State Park existed at the time of the highway abandonment.  It looks like most of the road is within the boundaries of the State Park.  Temporary maps were given to the Town Board members.  Evergreen Street’s pavement is 13’ wide.  Telfer needs more information and documentation before submitting his paperwork.    

Paul Woerfel would like to see the road widened for emergency vehicles but also the fact that two vehicles cannot safely pass.  It was moved by Mr. Sohns and seconded by Mr. Merkel to complete the surveys and mark the right of ways when documentation is completed.  Motion carried unanimously.  
PAYMENT OF BILLS:  It was moved by Mr. Hackbarth and seconded by Mr. Sohns to pay the bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.  

ADJOURN:  It was moved by Mr. Skare and seconded by Mr. Hackbarth to adjourn.  Motion carried unanimously and the meeting adjourned at 8:58 p.m.
