REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

CALL TO ORDER:  Merrell Runquist, chairman, called the regular monthly meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

MEMBERS PRESENT:  Board members present were Merrell Runquist, Dick Skare, Brian Merkel, Steve Sohns and Brian Hackbarth.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  It was moved by Mr. Hackbarth and seconded by Mr. Skare to approve the minutes of the June 2, 2010 meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.   

REPORTS:
PARKS AND LANDS COMMITTEE:   Brian Hackbarth reported some committee members met with Mr. Somerhalder and Mr. Skare to view to recreational area at the airport.  Replacement of the playground equipment at the public beach was discussed.  Brian received a request from the Department of Interior for a report due on the Chambers Island Lighthouse property.   The Clerk will file the report on the Lighthouse property.   
ORDINANCES:  Sharon Kellner had nothing to report on ordinances.  Mr. Runquist reported that he received several calls regarding sandwich boards in the Town of Gibraltar.  They are allowed in the Village of Ephraim but not in Gibraltar.    
FIRE DEPARTMENT:  Jon Stahl reported 13 calls for June.  Extrication training was done this past month.  A 1986 tanker for $3,500 was obtained and will be picked up next Tuesday.  Jon Stahl stated the Chambers Island Association will be meeting on August 7th and would like the town board to attend.  Brian Merkel stated the town board should view the town properties on the island for maintenance.        
FIRST RESPONDERS:  Jayson Merkel reported 13 calls for June.  Trained with the boat last night and everything went fine.    
AIRPORT COMMISSION:  Mr. Somerhalder reported the airport was busy over the weekend.  A hangar space was offered to three persons who all turned it down at this time so it has been submitted to the fourth person.  Myrv reported that he will be working with the clerk regarding the purchase of land.  The airport commission will be sending a letter to the tower company stressing that if they continue with the tower within the limits of Gibraltar’s Height Ordinance we will contest it.   
NOBLE HOUSE:  There was no report at this time.
HARBOR COMMISSION:  Dave Harris reported the dock is receiving compliments regarding the staff.  Gross receipts for mid-grade gas are down 350 gallons and down 260 gallons for diesel.  However, this year’s gross receipts are up $6,000.  Mike Kahr has fixed the west ramp with a steel plate.  The dock prepared a space for the fire boat.   Mr. Kahr has one more dock on Cottage Row to work on and should remove the barge by mid July.   
WATERSHED:  Jim Jauquet reported samples have been taken once a month.  The Spring Road site is being tested for the first time since the beginning of 2000.  The Harbor testing was also done with high test results.  The committee is working with the students from Oshkosh for this part of the program.
ROOM TAX:  Mr. Skare reported the commission is firm about collections and delinquencies.  Things are running smoothly at this time.  
LAW ENFORCEMENT:  Brian Merkel reported it was a very busy weekend and the Town Officer mentioned there was a problem with open intoxicant containers at the fireworks.    
PLAN COMMISSION:  Linda Merline reported the Plan Commission has several items on tonight’s agenda.  The next meeting will be on a different date and will be posted. 
AGENDA ITEMS:
NORTHERN DOOR YMCA SPECIAL EVENT REQUEST – LABOR DAY DUATHLON, SEPTEMBER 4, 2010:  Mrs. Hymen, from the Northern Door YMCA is requesting approval of a Special Event Request for a Labor Day, September 4, 2010, Duathlon starting at 8 a.m. with the 5K Run/Walk starting at 9:45 a.m.  This would require Gibraltar Road being closed from Hwy 42 to County Road A from 7:40 a.m. to approximately 10:30 a.m.    It was moved by Mr. Hackbarth and seconded by Mr. Merkel to approve this Special Event Request with the requirement that there be First Responders for this event, a banner displayed one week prior to the event and Gibraltar Road being closed from 7:45 a.m to 10:30 a.m.  Motion carried unanimously.  
EPHRAIM YACHT CLUB APPLICATION FOR A TEMPORARY BEER LICENSE AT WILLIAM KLEIN RESIDENCE ON FRIDAY, JULY 31, 2010:  The Ephraim Yacht Club is again requesting a beer license for July 31, 2010 at the William Klein residence from 6 p.m. to 10 p.m. Parking will be mostly on the host property.  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Sohns to approve this Special Event and Temporary Beer License with the same requirements as last year which includes having a parking attendant on Gibraltar Road for assistance and taping off 200 feet on the south side of Gibraltar Road.  Motion carried unanimously.    
ADVERTISE FOR PERSONS INTERESTED IN APPOINTMENT TO THE DOOR COUNTY COASTAL BYWAYS COUNCIL:  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Hackbarth to advertise for appointment to the Door County Coastal Byways Council with the term for the Byways Council yet to be determined.  Motion carried unanimously.  
APPOINT ALTERNATE FOR BOARD OF REVIEW:  It was moved by Mr. Runquist and seconded by Mr. Skare to nominate Myrvin Somerhalder for alternate for Board of Review.  Motion carried unanimously.  It was moved by Mr. Sohns and seconded by Mr. Hackbarth to close the nominations.  Motion carried unanimously.  It was moved by Mr. Skare and seconded by Mr. Merkel to appoint Myrvin Somerhalder as alternate for the Board of Review.  Motion carried unanimously.  
LOW SPEED VEHICLES ON ROADS 35 MPH OR LESS:  The Gibraltar Plan Commission has reviewed the information regarding low speed vehicles and requesting the Gibraltar Town Board pursue as ordinance for the low speed vehicles on roads with a speed limit of 35 mph or less. Electric vehicles are not referring to golf carts and must meet licensing requirements.  It was moved by Mr. Runquist and seconded by Mr. Hackbarth to direct the town attorney to draft an ordinance to allow the utilization of low speed vehicles on applicable roads in the town, leaving off the rental issue, listing the town roads involved.    Motion carried unanimously.    
DESIGN STANDARDS – FORMULA/FRANCHISE BUSINESSES:  The Gibraltar Plan Commission is looking for direction from the Gibraltar Town Board on the issue of formula business.  Mr. Merkel asked the definition of a “formula business” and there was none.  It was stated that design standards can be a possible way to control the look of a community or can be aimed at prohibiting franchises.  It has always been felt that the seasonality of our business is what keeps the franchises from being interested in our area.  Linda Merline stated the communities are worried about keeping the rural character of our area.  It was moved by Mr. Hackbarth and seconded by Mr. Sohns not to pursue design standards and franchise formula businesses.  Mr. Skare questioned incentives for people who follow design standards.  It was moved by Mr. Sohns and seconded by Mr. Skare to amend the motion to read drop the formula franchise part of the proposal but to continue looking at design standards with incentives to invite businesses to fit in with the community.  Motion carried with three in favor and Merkel and Hackbarth opposed.  The original motion was defeated with Merkel and Hackbarth in favor and Runquist, Skare, and Sohns opposed.  
ADOPT RESOLUTION AFFIRMING COMMITMENT TO REMAIN A MEMBER OF THE DOOR COUNTY TOURISM ZONE COMMISSION AFTER DECEMBER 31, 2011:  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Sohns to adopt Resolution 2010-04 “Affirming Commitment to Remain a Member of the Door County Tourism Zone Commission After December 31, 2011.”  Motion carried unanimously.  
PROPANE PROPOSALS FOR 2010-2011 HEATING SEASON:  The clerk sent out four requests for proposals for propane for the 2010-11 heating season.  Two proposals were received:  Lakes Gas at $1.449 per gallon and Gasco at $1.39 per gallon.  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Hackbarth to request another bid for the August meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.   
OPERATOR LICENSES FOR 2010-2011:  It was moved by Mr. Sohns  and seconded by Mr. Merkel to approve the following list of individuals for Operator’s Licenses for the 2010-11 season with the provision that they meet all legal requirements.  Motion carried with four in favor and Brian Hackbarth abstaining.

POTENTIAL OTHER USES OF TOWN DOCK LEASED TO THE CATHOLIC RETREAT:  It has  come to the attention of the Gibraltar Town Board that Holy Name Retreat has a request from someone to conduct commercial tours from the town’s west dock that is leased the Holy Name Retreat with a fifty year lease.  The dock lease states they are not to underlease or sublet the said premises or any part thereof, without the consent of the Gibraltar Town Board.  Mr. Lardinois, stated that changes need to be made by the Diocese for alternative financial incomes.  They are considering going outside of their normal scope to be able to support the Retreat House.   There will be no tours to Chambers Island.  Having the QuoVadis used for tours along the shoreline and tours to the island is being considered by the Diocese. Runquist stated that the other boaters using the other town dock pay for a slip plus a commercial fee and might be a consideration for using the dock for a different operation.  Mr. Skare and Mr. Runquist would like the Harbor Commission’s recommendation on this issue.  Mr. Lardinois will examine the parking lot for maximum utilization.  Dave Harris, chair of the Harbor Commission, stated he understands the situation and timetable and will call a meeting of the Harbor Commission.  Dave Harris state the Harbor Commission will report back to the town board in a timely manner.    
SPECIAL EVENT REQUEST – THE CHERRY HUT ON JULY 17, 2010 – OUTSIDE SALES/TENT:
The Cherry Hut is requesting permission to sell food and refreshments outdoors on Saturday, July 17th from 9 a.m. to 6 p.m.  It was moved by Mr. Sohns and seconded by Mr. Merkel to approve this special event request allowing for two tents and signage the day of the event if needed.  Motion carried unanimously.  Jaime Forest stated that if the brush is cut on the south side of the property no signage will be necessary, but would like permission for the signage if the brush does not get cut.   
PAYMENT OF BILLS:  It was moved by Mr. Merkel and seconded by Mr. Skare to pay the bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.  

ADJOURN:  It was moved by Mr. Sohns and seconded by Mr. Hackbarth to adjourn.  Motion carried unanimously and the meeting adjourned at 9:32 p.m.
