Some Dame’s Rocket seeds were seen along the trails at Fish Creek Park and will be taken care of in spring.   

Volunteers were Ken Harrington, Renny Lea, Barb McKesson, Red and Pat Cotter, and Jim and Andrea Jauquet.  
The walking path at Sunset Beach Park has two large sections of poison ivy along and in the path.  Also, there is poison ivy along the walking path in Fish Creek Park.  
Renny explained the volunteer group was discussing naming the group “GIT” which stands for Gibraltar Invasive Team.  The committee liked the name and suggested t-shirts to distinguish them and have a picture of the team in the Gibraltar Newsletter.  

Playground at Public Beach Update:  Brian explained that the playground equipment has been delivered and the maintenance department will be installing it shortly.  However, the maintenance department has to remove the trees and plantings at Sailor Sam’s wall before installing the playground equipment.
