PARKS AND LANDS COMMITTEE MEETING

Call to Order:  Brian Hackbarth called the meeting to order at 8:05 a.m.

Members Present:  Present were Brian Hackbarth, Jayson Merkel, Laurie Buske and Mike Ashley.  Renny Lea was absent.  
Approval of Minutes:  It was moved by Laurie and seconded by Jayson to approve the minutes of the June meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Public Comments:  There was no public comment.

Walking Path Ephraim-Gibraltar Airport:  Myrv Somerhalder distributed maps of the Ephraim-Gibraltar Airport recreational area.  The East Boundary Recreational line is the boundary for the recreational area.  There is a large elevation at the east end of the recreational area.  The Bureau of Aeronautics does not want a walking path east of the rock fence.  Tim Biwer stated the proposed land addition would be a good place for the walking path.  It was planned to have a walking path from the volleyball court along the stone wall to the Hall property and making a circle to return.  The people are parking between the volleyball court and County A and Myrv suggested keeping the parking area where it presently is and just enlarge it.  The Airport Commission must review the proposed walking plan.  A bike path plan was drawn by Brian and submitted to Myrv Somerhalder who will present it to the Airport Commission.  It was moved by Jayson and seconded by Laurie to approve the proposed walking plan and submit it to the Airport Commission at their August 19th meeting at the Town Center at 7:00 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.  Laurie Buske will do the presentation.  Mike Ashley Arrived at 8:40.
Beach Playground Equipment:  Jayson Merkel contacted Paul Zeller from Miller & Associates regarding playground equipment for the Public Beach that is compliant with today’s standards at a cost of $5,856.  A swing is not allowable by law, as it can’t be attached to this set.  It was moved by Brian and seconded by Laurie that the Parks and Lands Committee try to raise the $6,500 for playground equipment at the public beach.  Upon the completion of the fund raising the equipment will be purchased for installation.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Playground Area Discussion:  This subject will be discussed at a future meeting.  

Town Gardens:  Laurie distributed a list of what has been spent to date of $626.88.  The Shasta’s will be replaced as we received the wrong type.   We have money left for fall plantings.  Beth Hagen is doing a very good job at all of the gardens.  

Recycling at the Town Center:  It was moved by Mike Ashley and seconded by Jayson Merkel to purchase a two-container recycling bin with blue container recycling and green for paper.  Motion carried with three in favor and Laurie abstaining.  

Invasive species:  Sharon reported the town website has an “invasive species” page and will be set by better by next week.  Brian reported the rep from the Ridges will keep our committee up to date with the latest invasive species information.
5-Year Plan:  This subject will be discussed at a future meeting.  

Fish Creek Beach:  Brian reported the Bike/Ped Committee talked with the DOT regarding the storm drains and the possible removal of the outlet from the beach.  Brian reported Rep. Garey Bies will again talk with the DNR regarding sand replacement at the public beach.    

Adjourn: It was moved by Jayson and seconded by Mike to adjourn.  Motion carried unanimously and the meeting adjourned at 9:30 a.m.
