PARKS & LANDS COMMITTEE MEETING

Call to Order:  Brian Hackbarth called the Parks and Lands Committee meeting to order at 8:03 a.m.
Committee Members Present: Brian Hackbarth, Renny Lea, Jayson Merkel
Laurie Buske arrived at 8:07
Absent: Mike Ashley
Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting: It was moved by Merkel and seconded by Lea to approve the minutes as presented of the July 19th, 2011 meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.    

Chair Report:  Hackbarth reported that Spielman’s finished the bench donated by Dan Doerr. Tim Biwer and Spielman are working on a delivery date. 
Sub-Committee Reports:
Invasive Species:  Nothing new to report.
Gardens:  Nothing new to report.
Public Comment: None at this time.
FCCA Donation Request Electric Box Clark Park: Tom Young reported that the FCCA received an estimate from Action Electric to upgrade the electrical box at Clark Park. The FCCA would like to donate a new electric box at Clark Park. Young explained that the current system is neither adequate nor safe for the various events held at the park. The FCCA BOD has approved paying up to $1,500 for the upgrade; subject to the Parks and Lands Committee submitting an invoice from the contractor who did the work. Hackbarth asked if there would still be two outlets. Young explained that it would be the same kind of configuration as the present electrical box. Hackbarth asked who would be supervising the project, FCCA or Parks & Lands. Young thought it would be easier for Parks & Lands to oversee this; FCCA would be the monetary element. Hackbarth asked who was responsible if the project ran more than $1,500. Young stated that he could not speak for the FCCA BOD, but he thought that if the invoice was submitted the FCCA could cover any extra material cost over $1,500. Hackbarth thought it would be better if FCCA paid the contractor outright rather than submitting the bill to Parks and Lands. Lea thanked the FCCA for their generous donation. It was moved by Lea and seconded by Merkel to approve the FCCA’s donation request for financing a new electrical box at Clark Park. The bills will be given, and paid for, directly to the FCCA. Town employees will implement the replacement of the electric box. Motion carried.  
Tree Donation Request for Clark Park:  It was moved by Buske and seconded by Merkel to take the tree donation request for Clark Park back from the table. Motion carried. Hackbarth reported that the Van Sistine family would rather donate a tree to Clark Park not Fish Creek Park. He stated that the Parks and Lands Committee could purchase a tree to be planted in Clark Park and the Van Sistine Family would reimburse the committee. Lea stated that a tree needed to be replaced in Clark Park. Hackbarth explained that the tree that needs to be replaced was originally donated by the Kinsey family. The Kinsey’s would like to donate a new tree from the Charley Kinsey Estate to replace the old tree that is in memory of their mother. Merkel asked if it was possible to escrow tree donations to when a tree needs to be replaced. Lea asked if it was possible to look at possible locations in the park before accepting this donation request. Buske asked if it was possible to plant an “ornamental” tree. Hackbarth stated that the Vansistne family was okay with any type of tree. Hackbarth suggested that the committee take a walking tour of the Town’s Parks and Lands at the next regular meeting. It was moved by Lea and seconded by Merkel to table the tree donation request at Clark Park until the Parks and Lands Committee can investigate a location for the Van Sistine Family tree donation as well as future tree donation requests. Motion carried.

Donation Request 

Additional Benches Clark Park: Hackbarth recapped Dan Doerr’s recent donation request for two benches at Clark Park. Merkel reported that he had given Ashley information to further look into the material for the benches. Hackbarth stated that he was not comfortable changing the material for the benches. Merkel stated that the committee should look into more durable benches. His concern was the yearly maintenance with weathering of red cedar benches. His thought was that a more durable material would last longer and have easier maintenance. Merkel suggested the committee look into whether or not Bob Spielman could make a bench from recycled material that matches the existing red cedar benches. Buske stated that she would like to see the placement of the benches before making a decision.  It was decided to wait for Ashley to report on bench materials. 
Review Signage at Fish Creek Park per DNR Proposal:  
Hackbarth reported that the Knowles-Nelson Stewardship sign provided by the WI DNR for Fish Creek Park was delivered. He also reported that Lea was working on the wording for the usage sign. She is locating the original grant in order to properly state what is allowed and prohibited in the park. 
Fish Creek Park Signage:  Merkel reported that he would contact Ashley and come up with a quote and sample for the next month’s meeting. He also reported that he had seen a great presentation on invasive species at the Wisconsin State Fair. 
2012 Budget:  Preliminary figures were discussed for the 2012 Budget. 
Adjourn:  It was moved by Merkel and seconded by Buske to adjourn.  The motion carried unanimously and the meeting adjourned at 10:25 a.m.
